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employees concerning a Presidential
decision under section 801 of the Fed-
eral Aviation Act shall, whenever pos-
sible, be made in writing. Any such
communication which is not made in
writing shall be summarized by the of-
ficial or employee of the Department
who receives the communication.

(b) All such summaries and written
communications, except those relating
to matters that are specifically author-
ized under criteria established by Exec-
utive Order to be kept confidential in
the interest of national defense or for-
eign policy, are to be placed in a public
docket and available for public inspec-
tion and copying and for responsive
comment.

§ 102.27 Docket.

(c) All comments submitted under
this subpart and placed in the docket,
are available for public inspection and
copying and for responsive comment at
the address and times specified in para-
graph (b) of this section.
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Subpart A—General

§ 103.1 Purpose.

This part is intended to implement
sections 304(f)(1) and 501 of the Chem-
ical Weapons Convention Implementa-
tion Act of 1998 (Act), 22 U.S.C. 6701 et
seq. The Chemical Weapons Convention
Regulations promulgated by the De-
partment of Commerce, 15 CFR Parts
710 through 722, also implement sec-
tions of the Act.
