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funds should be disbursed to individ-
uals within 1 year from the date water
and/or waste disposal service is avail-
able to the individuals. The State Pro-
gram Official can make an exception to
this 1 year requirement if written jus-
tification is provided by the applicant.

§ 1777.42 Delegation of authority.

The State Program Official is respon-
sible for the overall implementation of
the authorities contained in this part
and may redelegate any such authority
to appropriate Agency employees.
