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§304-1.1 Authority.

This part is issued under the author-
ity of 31 U.S.C. 1353 and 5 U.S.C. 5701-
5709.

§304-1.2 General.

(a) Applicability. This part applies to
agency acceptance of payment from a
non-Federal source for travel, subsist-
ence, and related expenses with respect
to the attendance of an employee in a
travel status (and/or the accompanying
spouse of such employee when applica-
ble) at any meeting or similar function
relating to the official duties of the
employee. This part does not authorize
acceptance of such payments by an em-
ployee or the accompanying spouse of
an employee in his/her personal capac-
ity (see, however, §304-1.8(a)).

(b) Solicitation prohibited. An em-
ployee shall not solicit payment for
travel, subsistence, and related ex-
penses from a non-Federal source. How-
ever, after receipt of an invitation from
a non-Federal source to attend a meet-
ing or similar function or in the course
of discussions of an event to be spon-
sored jointly by the agency and the
non-Federal source, the agency or em-
ployee may inform the non-Federal
source of this authority.

(c) Definitions. As used in this part,
the following definitions apply:

(1) Agency. ‘‘Agency’” means an exec-
utive agency as defined in 5 U.S.C. 105,
and includes an independent agency as

well as an agency within the Executive
Office of the President.

(2) Employee. ‘‘Employee’” means an
appointed officer or employee of an
agency, including a special Govern-
ment employee as defined in 18 U.S.C.
202, or an expert or consultant ap-
pointed under the authority of 5 U.S.C.
3109.

(38) Meeting or similar function. ‘‘Meet-
ing or similar function” means a con-
ference, seminar, speaking engage-
ment, symposium, training course, or
similar event that takes place away
from the employee’s official station,
and is sponsored or cosponsored by a
non-Federal source. This term does not
include a meeting or other event re-
quired to carry out an agency’s statu-
tory or regulatory functions (i.e., a
function that is essential to an agen-
cy’s mission), such as investigations,
inspections, audits, site visits, negotia-
tions, or litigation. The term also does
not include promotional vendor train-
ing or other meetings held for the pri-
mary purpose of marketing the non-
Federal source’s products or services. A
meeting or similar function need not
be widely attended for purposes of this
definition, and includes but is not lim-
ited to the following:

(i) An event at which the employee
will participate as a speaker or panel
participant, including an event at
which the employee will give an oral
presentation focusing on his/her offi-
cial duties or on the policies, programs,
or operations of the agency;

(ii) A conference, convention, sem-
inar, symposium or similar event the
primary purpose of which is to receive
training other than promotional ven-
dor training, or to present or exchange
substantive information concerning a
subject of mutual interest to a number
of parties;

(iii) An event at which the employee
will receive an award or honorary de-
gree, which is in recognition of meri-
torious public service that is related to
the employee’s official duties, and
which may be accepted by the em-
ployee consistent with the applicable
standards of conduct regulation.

(4) Non-Federal source. ‘‘Non-Federal
source’”’ means any person or entity
other than the Government of the
United States. The term includes any
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
