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Subpart A—Scope

§5.1 General.

The regulations in this part relate to
the labeling and advertising of distilled
spirits. This part applies to the several
States of the United States, the Dis-
trict of Columbia, and the Common-
wealth of Puerto Rico, but does not
apply to distilled spirits for export.
