District Manager may waive the under-
ground experience requirement. 

(e) The District Manager may revoke 
an instructor’s approval for good cause. 
A written statement revoking the ap-
proval together with reasons for rev-
ocation shall be provided the instruc-
tor. The affected instructor may appeal 
the decision of the District Manager by 
writing to the Administrator for Coal 
Safety and Health or Administrator for 
a Metal and Non-Metal Safety and 
Health, as appropriate, MSHA, 1100 
Wilson Blvd., Room 2424 (Coal) or 
Room 2436 (Metal and Nonmetal), Ar-
lington, Virginia 22209–3939. The Ad-
ministrator shall issue a decision on 
the appeal. 

(f) Upon request from the District 
Manager, the operator shall provide in-
formation concerning the schedule of 
upcoming training. 

(g) A record of training of each team 
member shall be on file at the mine 
rescue station for a period of one year.

§ 49.9 Mine emergency notification 
plan. 

(a) Each underground mine shall 
have a mine rescue notification plan 
outlining the procedures to follow in 
notifying the mine rescue teams when 
there is an emergency that requires 
their services. 

(b) A copy of the mine rescue notifi-
cation plan shall be posted at the mine 
for the miners’ information. Where a 
miners’ representative has been des-
ignated, the operator shall also provide 
the representative with a copy of the 
plan.

§ 49.10 Effective date. 
All provisions and requirements of 

this part shall become effective on 
July 11, 1981.
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
