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may consider other available remedies, such 
as— 

(1) Suspension or debarment; 
(2) Cancellation of the contract at no cost 

to the Government; or 
(3) Termination of the contract for default. 
(f) The Contractor may submit written re-

quests for waiver of the prohibition in para-
graph (b) of this clause to the Contracting 
Officer. Requests shall clearly identify— 

(1) The person involved; 
(2) The nature of the conviction and result-

ant sentence or punishment imposed; 
(3) The reasons for the requested waiver; 

and 
(4) An explanation of why a waiver is in 

the interest of national security. 
(g) The Contractor agrees to include the 

substance of this clause, appropriately modi-
fied to reflect the identity and relationship 
of the parties, in all first-tier subcontracts 
exceeding the simplified acquisition thresh-
old in part 2 of the Federal Acquisition Reg-
ulation, except those for commercial items 
or components. 

(h) Pursuant to 10 U.S.C. 2408(c), defense 
contractors and subcontractors may obtain 
information as to whether a particular per-
son has been convicted of fraud or any other 
felony arising out of a contract with the DoD 
by contacting The Office of Justice Pro-
grams, The Denial of Federal Benefits Office, 
U.S. Department of Justice, telephone (202) 
616–3507.

Hotline Posters prepared by the DoD Office 
of the Inspector General. 

(b) DoD Hotline Posters may be obtained 
from the DoD Inspector General, Attn: De-
fense Hotline, 400 Army Navy Drive, Wash-
ington, DC 22202–2884. 

(c) The Contractor need not comply with 
paragraph (a) of this clause if it has estab-
lished a mechanism, such as a hotline, by 
which employees may report suspected in-
stances of improper conduct, and instruc-
tions that encourage employees to make 
such reports.

As prescribed in 204.404–70(a), use the 
following clause:

DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION (DEC 1991) 

(a) The Contractor shall not release to 
anyone outside the Contractor’s organiza-
tion any unclassified information, regardless 
of medium (e.g., film, tape, document), per-
taining to any part of this contract or any 
program related to this contract, unless— 

(1) The Contracting Officer has given prior 
written approval; or 

(2) The information is otherwise in the 
public domain before the date of release. 

(b) Requests for approval shall identify the 
specific information to be released, the me-
dium to be used, and the purpose for the re-
lease. The Contractor shall submit its re-
quest to the Contracting Officer at least 45 
days before the proposed date for release. 

(c) The Contractor agrees to include a 
similar requirement in each subcontract 
under this contract. Subcontractors shall 
submit requests for authorization to release 
through the prime contractor to the Con-
tracting Officer.

(a) The offeror is requested to enter its 
CAGE code on its offer in the block with its 
name and address. The CAGE code entered 
must be for that name and address. Enter 
‘‘CAGE’’ before the number. 

(b) If the offeror does not have a CAGE 
code, it may ask the Contracting Officer to 
request one from the Defense Logistics Infor-
mation Service (DLIS). The Contracting Of-
ficer will— 

(1) Ask the Contractor to complete section 
B of a DD Form 2051, Request for Assignment 
of a Commercial and Government Entity 
(CAGE) Code; 

(2) Complete section A and forward the 
form to DLIS; and 

(3) Notify the Contractor of its assigned 
CAGE code. 

(c) Do not delay submission of the offer 
pending receipt of a CAGE code.
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
