MATERIAL MANAGEMENT AND ACCOUNTING
SYSTEM (DEC 2000)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—

(1) Material management and accounting Sys-
tem (MMAS) means the Contractor’s system
or systems for planning, controlling, and ac-
counting for the acquisition, use, issuing,
and disposition of material. Material man-
agement and accounting systems may be
manual or automated. They may be stand-
alone systems or they may be integrated
with planning, engineering, estimating, pur-
chasing, inventory, accounting, or other sys-
tems.

(2) Valid time-phased requirements means
material that is—

(i) Needed to fulfill the production plan, in-
cluding reasonable quantities for scrap,
shrinkage, yield, etc.; and

(ii) Charged/billed to contracts or other
cost objectives in a manner consistent with
the need to fulfill the production plan.

(3) ‘“Contractor’” means a business unit as
defined in section 31.001 of the Federal Ac-
quisition Regulation (FAR).

(b) General. The Contractor shall—

(1) Maintain an MMAS that—

(i) Reasonably forecasts material require-
ments;

(ii) Ensures that costs of purchased and
fabricated material charged or allocated to a
contract are based on valid time-phased re-
quirements; and

(iii) Maintains a consistent, equitable, and
unbiased logic for costing of material trans-
actions; and

(2) Assess its MMAS and take reasonable
action to comply with the MMAS standards
in paragraph (e) of this clause.

(c) Disclosure and maintenance requirements.
The Contractor shall—

(1) Have policies, procedures, and operating
instructions that adequately described its
MMAS;

(2) Provide to the Administrative Con-
tracting Officer (ACO), upon request, the re-
sults of the internal reviews that it has con-
ducted to ensure compliance with estab-
lished MMAS policies, procedures, and oper-
ating instructions; and
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
