(a) Unless otherwise exempt, the Con-
tractor, as owner or operator of a facility
used in the performance of this contract,
shall file by July 1 for the prior calendar
year an annual Toxic Chemical Release In-
ventory Form (Form R) as described in sec-
tions 313 (a) and (g) of the Emergency Plan-
ning and Community Right-to-Know Act of
1986 (EPCRA) (42 U.S.C. 11023 (a) and (g)), and
section 6607 of the Pollution Prevention Act
of 1990 (PPA) (42 U.S.C. 13106). The Con-
tractor shall file, for each facility subject to
the Form R filing and reporting require-
ments, the annual Form R throughout the
life of the contract.

(b) A Contractor owned or operated facility
used in the performance of this contract is
