NOTICE OF PROGRESS PAYMENTS (APR 1984) 

The need for customary progress payments 
conforming to the regulations in subpart 32.5 
of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 
will not be considered as a handicap or ad-
verse factor in the award of the contract. 
The Progress Payments clause included in 
this solicitation will be included in any re-
sulting contract, modified or altered if nec-
essary in accordance with subsection 52.232–
16 and its Alternate I of the FAR. Even 
though the clause is included in the con-
tract, the clause shall be inoperative during 
any time the contractor’s accounting system 
and controls are determined by the Govern-
ment to be inadequate for segregation and 
accumulation of contract costs.

NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY OF PROGRESS PAY-
MENTS EXCLUSIVELY FOR SMALL BUSINESS 
CONCERNS (APR 1984) 

The Progress Payments clause will be 
available only to small business concerns. 
Any bid conditioned upon inclusion of a 
progress payment clause in the resulting 
contract will be rejected as nonresponsive if 
the bidder is not a small business concern.

(1) Unless the 
Contractor requests a smaller amount, the 
Government will compute each progress pay-
ment as 80 percent of the Contractor’s total 
costs incurred under this contract whether 
or not actually paid, plus financing pay-
ments to subcontractors (see paragraph (j) of 
this clause), less the sum of all previous 
progress payments made by the Government 
under this contract. The Contracting Officer 
will consider cost of money that would be al-
lowable under FAR 31.205–10 as an incurred 
cost for progress payment purposes. 

(2) The amount of financing and other pay-
ments for supplies and services purchased di-
rectly for the contract are limited to the 
amounts that have been paid by cash, check, 
or other forms of payment, or that will be
