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conditions under which the merchan-
dise is being shipped that make it ex-
empt from licensing. 

(6) Export Control Classification Num-
ber. Report the Export Control Classi-
fication Number for merchandise as re-
quired by the Bureau of Export Admin-
istration (BXA) Regulations (15 CFR 
Parts 730 through 774). 

(7) Second net quantity/unit of measure. 
When Schedule B requires two units of 
quantity to be reported, report the sec-
ond net quantity in the specified unit 
of measure and the unit of measure as 
prescribed in the Schedule B or HTS. 
(See § 30.7(n) for more information.) 

(8) Used self-propelled vehicles. Report 
the following items of information for 
used self-propelled vehicles as defined 
in 19 CFR 192.1: 

(i) Vehicle Identification Number. Re-
port the unique Vehicle Identification 
Number (VIN) in the proper format; 

(ii) Product Identification Number. Re-
port the Product Identification Num-
ber (PIN) for those used self-propelled 
vehicles for which there are no VINs; 

(iii) Vehicle title number. Report the 
unique title number issued by the 
Motor Vehicle Administration; and 

(iv) Vehicle title state. Report the 2-
character postal abbreviation for the 
state or territory of the vehicle title. 

(9) Entry number. Report the Import 
Entry Number when the export trans-
action is to be used as proof of export 
for import transactions such as In-
Bond, Temporary Import Bond, Draw-
back, and so forth. 

(10) Wavier of prior notice. This is a 
‘‘Yes’’ or ‘‘No’’ indicator to determine 
if the person claiming drawback re-
ceived a waiver of prior notice for the 
exported merchandise. 

(11) Transportation reference number. 
Report the booking number for all sea 
shipments. The booking number is the 
reservation number assigned by the 
carrier to hold space on the vessel for 
the cargo being exported. 

(12) Equipment number. Report the 
container number for containerized 
shipments. This number may be re-
ported in conjunction with the booking 
number. 

(13) Filing option indicator. Report the 
1-character filing option that indicates 
Option 3 or Option 4 filing, or the AES-
Post Departure Authorized Special 

Status (PASS) standard or expanded 
IOU’s, if applicable. 

(c) Optional data elements are as fol-
lows: 

(1) Marks and numbers. The exporter 
or the authorized forwarding agent in 
the export transaction may opt to re-
port any special marks or numbers 
that appear on the physical merchan-
dise or its packaging that can identify 
the shipment or a portion thereof. (See 
§ 30.7(j) for more information.) 

(2) Seal number. Report the security 
seal number of the seal placed on the 
equipment.

§ 30.64 Transmitting and correcting 
AES information. 

(a) The exporter or their authorized 
filing agent is responsible for electroni-
cally transmitting corrections, can-
cellations, or amendments to shipment 
information previously transmitted 
using the AES. Corrections, cancella-
tions, or amendments should be made 
as soon as possible after exportation 
when the error or omission is discov-
ered. 

(b) For shipments where the exporter 
or their authorized filing agent has re-
ceived an error message from AES, the 
corrections must take place as re-
quired. A fatal error message will cause 
the shipment to be rejected. This error 
must be corrected prior to exportation 
of the merchandise. For shipments 
where a warning message is received, 
the correction must be made within 
four (4) working days of receipt of the 
transmission, otherwise AES will gen-
erate a reminder message to the filer. 
For shipments with a verify message, 
corrections when warranted, should be 
made as soon as possible after notifica-
tion of the error by the AES.

§ 30.65 Annotating the proper exemp-
tion legends for shipments trans-
mitted electronically. 

The exporter or their authorized for-
warding agent is responsible for anno-
tating the proper exemption legend on 
the bill of lading, airway bill, or other 
commercial loading document for pres-
entation to the carrier, either on paper 
or electronically prior to export. The 
exemption legend will identify that the 
shipment information has been trans-
mitted electronically using the AES.
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
