§652.13 Design and construction cri-
teria.

(a) The American Association of
State Highway and Transportation Of-
ficials’ “‘Guide for Development of New
Bicycle Facilities, 19817 (AASHTO
Guide) or equivalent guides developed
in cooperation with State or local offi-
cials and acceptable to the division of-
fice of the FHWA, shall be used as
standards for the construction and de-
sign of bicycle routes.

(b) Curb cuts and other provisions as
may be appropriate for the handi-
capped are required on all Federal and
Federal-aid projects involving the pro-
vision of curbs or sidewalks at all pe-
destrian crosswalks.
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§655.601 Purpose.

To prescribe the policies and proce-
dures of the Federal Highway Adminis-
tration (FHWA) to obtain basic uni-
formity of traffic control devices on all
streets and highways in accordance
with the following references that are
approved by the FHWA for application
on Federal-aid projects:

(a) Manual on Uniform Traffic Con-
trol Devices (MUTCD), 2000 Millennium
Edition, FHWA, dated December 2000,
including Errata No. 1 to MUTCD 2000
Millennium Edition dated June 14, 2001,
and Revision No. 1 dated December 28,
2001.
