such variations are necessary because
of unusually high or low family in-
comes.

(3) A person seeking the training and
employment preference provided by
section 3 bears the responsibility of
providing evidence (if requested) that
the person is eligible for the pref-
erence.

Section 8 assistance means assistance
provided under section 8 of the 1937 Act
(42 U.S.C. 1437f) pursuant to 24 CFR
part 882, subpart G.

Service area means the geographical
area in which the persons benefitting
from the section 3 covered project re-
side. The service area shall not extend
beyond the unit of general local gov-
ernment in which the section 3 covered
assistance is expended. In HUD’s Indian
housing programs, the service area, for
IHAs established by an Indian tribe as
a result of the exercise of the tribe’s
sovereign power, is limited to the area
of tribal jurisdiction.

Subcontractor means any entity
(other than a person who is an em-
ployee of the contractor) which has a
contract with a contractor to under-
take a portion of the contractor’s obli-
gation for the performance of work
generated by the expenditure of section
3 covered assistance, or arising in con-
nection with a section 3 covered
project.

Very low-income person. See the defi-
nition of ‘“‘section 3 resident’ in this
section.

Youthbuild programs. See the defini-
tion of “HUD Youthbuild programs’ in
this section.

§135.7 Delegation of authority.

Except as may be otherwise provided
in this part, the functions and respon-
sibilities of the Secretary under sec-
tion 3, and described in this part, are
delegated to the Assistant Secretary
for Fair Housing and Equal Oppor-
tunity. The Assistant Secretary is fur-
ther authorized to redelegate functions
and responsibilities to other employees
of HUD; provided however, that the au-
thority to issue rules and regulations
under this part, which authority is del-
egated to the Assistant Secretary, may
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not be redelegated by the Assistant
Secretary.

§135.9 Requirements applicable to
HUD NOFAs for section 3 covered
programs.

(a) Certification of compliance with part
135. All notices of funding availability
(NOFAs) issued by HUD that announce
the availability of funding covered by
section 3 shall include a provision in
the NOFA that notifies applicants that
section 3 and the regulations in part
135 are applicable to funding awards
made under the NOFA. Additionally
the NOFA shall require as an applica-
tion submission requirement (which
may be specified in the NOFA or appli-
cation Kkit) a certification by the appli-
cant that the applicant will comply
with the regulations in part 135. (For
PHASs, this requirement will be met
where a PHA Resolution in Support of
the Application is submitted.) With re-
spect to application evaluation, HUD
will accept an applicant’s certification
unless there is evidence substantially
challenging the certification.

(b) Statement of purpose in NOFAs. (1)
For competitively awarded assistance
in which the grants are for activities
administered by an HA, and those ac-
tivities are anticipated to generate sig-
nificant training, employment or con-
tracting opportunities, the NOFA must
include a statement that one of the
purposes of the assistance is to give to
the greatest extent feasible, and con-
sistent with existing Federal, State
and local laws and regulations, job
training, employment, contracting and
other economic opportunities to sec-
tion 3 residents and section 3 business
concerns.

(2) For competitively awarded assist-
ance involving housing rehabilitation,
construction or other public construc-
tion, where the amount awarded to the
applicant may exceed $200,000, the
NOFA must include a statement that
one of the purposes of the assistance is
to give, to the greatest extent feasible,
and consistent with existing Federal,
State and local laws and regulations,
job training, employment, contracting
and other economic opportunities to
section 3 residents and section 3 busi-
ness concerns.
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
