§15.301 Purpose.

(a) This subpart prescribes the poli-
cies and procedures of the Department
with respect to testimony of its em-
ployees as witnesses in legal pro-
ceedings with respect to material con-
tained in the files of the Department or
information learned as part of the per-
formance of the their official duties or
because of their official status.

(b) For purposes of this subpart, the
term employee of the Department in-
cludes current and former officers and
employees of the United States ap-
pointed by or subject to the super-
vision of the Secretary, but does not
include officers and employees covered
by part 2004 of this title.

§15.302 Testimony in proceedings in
which the United States is a party.

(a) In any legal proceeding in which
the United States is a party, an em-
ployee of the Department may not be
called to testify as an expert or opinion
witness by any party other than the
United States unless specifically au-
thorized by the Secretary or the Gen-
eral Counsel for good cause shown. An
employee may be called by a non-fed-
eral party to testify as to facts.

(b) Whenever, in any legal proceeding
in which the United States is a party,
the attorney in charge of presenting
the case for the United States requests
it, the Secretary shall arrange for an
employee of the Department to testify
as a witness for the United States.

§15.303 Legal proceedings among non-
federal litigants; general rule.

(a) In any legal proceeding exclu-
sively among non-federal litigants, no
employee of the Department may, un-
less specifically authorized by the Sec-
retary or General Counsel for good
cause shown, testify as an expert or
opinion witness as to any matter re-
lated to his or her duties or the func-
tions of the Department, including the
meaning of Departmental documents.

(b) For purposes of this subpart,
“‘good cause’ includes action necessary
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to prevent a miscarriage of justice or
to promote a significant interest of the
Department.

§15.304 Legal proceedings among pri-
vate litigants; subpoenas.

Whenever, in a legal proceeding ex-
clusively among private litigants, an
employee of the Department is served
with a subpoena or is requested to tes-
tify, the procedures set forth in
§§15.201throughl15.204 shall be applica-
ble.

§15.305 Legal proceedings among non-
federal litigants; expert or opinion
testimony.

If, while testifying in a legal pro-
ceeding exclusively among non-federal
litigants, an employee of the Depart-
ment is asked for expert or opinion tes-
timony, the employee shall, unless spe-
cifically authorized by the Secretary or
General Counsel in accordance with
§15.303, decline to answer on the
grounds that he or she is forbidden to
do so by this part.
