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Subpart A—General Provisions

§ 170.1 Scope and purpose. 
This part contains a standard de-

signed to reduce the risks of illness or 
injury resulting from workers’ and 
handlers’ occupational exposures to 
pesticides used in the production of ag-
ricultural plants on farms or in nurs-

eries, greenhouses, and forests and also 
from the accidental exposure of work-
ers and other persons to such pes-
ticides. It requires workplace practices 
designed to reduce or eliminate expo-
sure to pesticides and establishes pro-
cedures for responding to exposure-re-
lated emergencies.

§ 170.3 Definitions. 

Terms used in this part have the 
same meanings they have in the Fed-
eral Insecticide, Fungicide, and 
Rodenticide Act, as amended. In addi-
tion, the following terms, when used in 
this part, shall have the following 
meanings: 

Agricultural employer means any per-
son who hires or contracts for the serv-
ices of workers, for any type of com-
pensation, to perform activities related 
to the production of agricultural 
plants, or any person who is an owner 
of or is responsible for the management 
or condition of an agricultural estab-
lishment that uses such workers. 

Agricultural establishment means any 
farm, forest, nursery, or greenhouse. 

Agricultural plant means any plant 
grown or maintained for commercial or 
research purposes and includes, but is 
not limited to, food, feed, and fiber 
plants; trees; turfgrass; flowers, shrubs; 
ornamentals; and seedlings. 

Chemigation means the application of 
pesticides through irrigation systems. 

Commercial pesticide handling estab-
lishment means any establishment, 
other than an agricultural establish-
ment, that: 

(1) Employs any person, including a 
self-employed person, to apply on an 
agricultural establishment, pesticides 
used in the production of agricultural 
plants. 

(2) Employs any person, including a 
self-employed person, to perform on an 
agricultural establishment, tasks as a 
crop advisor. 

Crop advisor means any person who is 
assessing pest numbers or damage, pes-
ticide distribution, or the status or re-
quirements of agricultural plants. The 
term does not include any person who 
is performing hand labor tasks. 

Early entry means entry by a worker 
into a treated area on the agricultural 
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
