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Subpart A—Background and
Summary

§74.1 Purpose and scope.

The purpose of this part is to estab-
lish the requirements and procedures
for:

(a) The election of a combustion or
process source that emits sulfur diox-
ide to become an affected unit under
the Acid Rain Program, pursuant to
section 410 of title IV of the Clean Air
Act, 42 U.S.C. 7401, et seq., as amended
by Public Law 101-549 (November 15,
1990); and

(b) Issuing and modifying operating
permits; certifying monitors; and allo-
cating, tracking, transferring, surren-
dering and deducting allowances for
combustion or process sources electing
to become affected units.
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Combustion or process sources that
are not affected units under §72.6 of
this chapter and that are operating and
are located in the 48 contiguous States
or the District of Columbia may sub-
mit an opt-in permit application to be-
come opt-in sources upon issuance of
an opt-in permit. Units for which an
exemption under §72.7 or §72.8 of this
chapter is in effect and combustion or
process sources that are not operating
are not eligible to submit an opt-in
permit application to become opt-in
sources.
