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(d) A manufacturer may indicate pre-
ferred assembly plants for the various 
engine families and evaporative/refuel-
ing families produced by the manufac-
turer for selection of vehicles in re-
sponse to a test order. This shall be ac-
complished by submitting a list of en-
gine families with the associated evap-
orative/refueling families, and the cor-
responding assembly plants from which 
the manufacturer desires to have vehi-
cles selected, to the Administrator. In 
order that a manufacturer’s preferred 
location for issuance of a test order for 
a configuration of a particular engine 
family and/or evaporative/refueling 
family be considered, the list must be 
submitted prior to issuance of the test 
order. Notwithstanding the fact that a 
manufacturer has submitted the above 
list, the Administrator may, upon 
making the determination that evi-
dence exists indicating noncompliance 
at other than the manufacturer’s pre-
ferred plant, order selection at such 
other plant where vehicles of the con-
figuration specified in the test order 
are assembled.

(f) In the event evidence exists indi-
cating an engine family is in non-
compliance, the Administrator may, in 
addition to other powers provided by 
this section, issue a test order speci-
fying the engine family the manufac-
turer is required to test.

§ 86.604–84 Testing by the Adminis-
trator. 

(a) The Administrator may require 
by test order that vehicles of a speci-
fied configuration be selected in a man-
ner consistent with the requirements 
of § 86.607 and submitted to him at such 
place as he may designate for the pur-
pose of conducting emission tests. 
These tests shall be conducted in ac-
cordance with § 86.608 of these regula-
tions to determine whether vehicles 
manufactured by the manufacturer 
conform with the regulations with re-
spect to which the certificate of con-
formity was issued. 

(b)(1) Whenever the Administrator 
conducts a test on a test vehicle or the 
Administrator and manufacturer each 

conduct a test on the same test vehi-
cle, the results of the Administrator’s 
test shall comprise the official data for 
that vehicle. 

(2) Whenever the manufacturer con-
ducts all tests on a test vehicle, the 
manufacturer’s test data will be ac-
cepted as the official data: Provided, 
That if the Administrator makes a de-
termination based on testing under 
paragraph (a) of this section that there 
is a substantial lack of agreement be-
tween the manufacturer’s test results 
and the Administrator’s test results, 
no manufacturer’s test data from the 
manufacturer’s test facility will be ac-
cepted for purposes of this subpart. 

(c) In the event that testing con-
ducted under paragraph (a) of this sec-
tion demonstrates a lack of agreement 
under paragraph (b)(2), of this section, 
the Administrator will: 

(1) Notify the manufacturer in writ-
ing of his determination that the test 
facility is inappropriate for conducting 
the tests required by this subpart and 
the reasons therefor, and 

(2) Reinstate any manufacturer’s 
data upon a showing by the manufac-
turer that the data acquired under 
paragraph (a) of this section was erro-
neous and the manufacturer’s data was 
correct. 

(d) The manufacturer may request in 
writing that the Administrator recon-
sider his determination in paragraph 
(b)(2) of this section based on data or 
information which indicates that 
changes have been made to the test fa-
cility and such changes have resolved 
the reasons for disqualification.

§ 86.605–88 Maintenance of records; 
submittal of information. 

(a) The manufacturer of any new 
motor vehicle subject to any of the 
standards or procedures prescribed in 
this part shall establish, maintain and 
retain the following adequately orga-
nized and indexed records: 

(1) General records. (i) A description of 
all equipment used to test vehicles in 
accordance with § 86.608 pursuant to a 
test order issued under this subpart, in-
cluding the following information: 

(A) Dynamometer. 
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
