Federal Emergency Management Agency, DHS

shall provide monitoring information,
upon request, as specified in 40 CFR
1505.3. This does not, however, include
standing or blanket requests for peri-
odic reporting.

§10.13 Emergencies.

In the event of an emergency, the Re-
gional Director may be required to
take immediate action with significant
environmental impact. The Regional
Director shall notify the Environ-
mental Officer of the emergency action
at the earliest possible time so that the
Environmental Officer may consult
with the Council on Environmental
Quality. In no event shall any Regional
Director delay an emergency action
necessary to the preservation of human
life for the purpose of complying with
the provision of this directive or the
CEQ regulations.

§10.14 Flood plains and wetlands.

For any action taken by FEMA in a
flood plain or wetland, the provisions
of this part are supplemental to, and
not instead of, the provisions of the
FEMA regulation implementing Execu-
tive Order 11988, Flood Plain Manage-
ment, and Executive Order 11990, Pro-
tection of Wetlands (44 CFR part 9).
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
