§ 79.1 Basis and purpose. 
(a) Basis. This part implements the 

Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 

1986, Pub. L. 99–509, §§ 6101–6104, 100 
Stat. 1874 (October 21, 1986), to be codi-
fied at 31 U.S.C. 3801–3812, 31 U.S.C. 3809 
of the statute requires each authority 
head to promulgate regulations nec-
essary to implement the provisions of 
the statute. 

(b) Purpose. This part (1) establishes 
administrative procedures for imposing 
civil penalties and assessments against 
persons who make, submit, or present, 
or cause to be made, submitted, or pre-
sented, false, fictitious, or fraudulent 
claims or written statements to au-
thorities or to their agents, and (2) 
specifies the hearing and appeal rights 
of persons subject to allegations of li-
ability for such penalties and assess-
ments.

§ 79.2 Definitions. 
ALJ means an Administrative Law 

Judge in the authority appointed pur-
suant to 5 U.S.C. 3105 or detailed to the 
authority pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 3344. 

Authority means the Department of 
Health and Human Services. 

Authority head means the Depart-
mental Grant Appeals Board of the De-
partment of Health and Human Serv-
ices. 

Benefit means, in the context of state-
ment, anything of value, including but 
not limited to any advantage, pref-
erence, privilege, license, permit, fa-
vorable decision, ruling, status, or loan 
guarantee. 

Claim means any request, demand, or 
submission— 

(a) Made to the authority for prop-
erty, services, or money (including 
money representing grants, loans, in-
surance, or benefits); 

(b) Made to a recipient of property, 
services, or money from the authority 
or to a party to a contract with the au-
thority— 

(1) For property or services if the 
United States— 

(i) Provided such property or serv-
ices; 

(ii) Provided any portion of the funds 
for the purchase of such property or 
services; or 

(iii) Will reimburse such recipient or 
party for the purchase of such property 
or services; or 

(2) For the payment of money (in-
cluding money representing grants, 
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
