When an acquisition is limited to toll 
line facilities and loan funds are not in-
volved, RUS approval of the acquisi-
tion is not required. The borrower, 
however, shall submit to RUS for its 
approval all concurrences with the con-
necting companies involved and any 
other proof of ownership of the toll fa-
cilities required by RUS.
