the contract claim involved. A con-
tract dispute by the FAA against a
contractor (excluding contract disputes
alleging warranty issues, fraud or la-
tent defects) likewise shall be filed
within two (2) years after the accrual
of the contract claim. If an underlying
contract entered into prior to the effec-
tive date of this part provides for time
limitations for filing of contract dis-
putes with The Office of Dispute Reso-
lution for Acquisition which differ
from the aforesaid two (2) year period,
the limitation periods in the contract
shall control over the limitation period
of this section. In no event will either
party be permitted to file with the Of-
fice of Dispute Resolution for Acquisi-
tion a contract dispute seeking an eg-
uitable adjustment or other damages
after the contractor has accepted final
contract payment, with the exception
of FAA claims related to warranty
issues, gross mistakes amounting to
fraud or latent defects. FAA claims
against the contractor based on war-
ranty issues must be filed within the
time specified under applicable con-
tract warranty provisions. Any FAA
claims against the contractor based on
gross mistakes amounting to fraud or
latent defects shall be filed with the
Office of Dispute Resolution for Acqui-
sition within two (2) years of the date
on which the FAA knew or should have
known of the presence of the fraud or
latent defect.

(d) A party shall serve a copy of the
contract dispute upon the other party,
by means reasonably calculated to be
received on the same day as the filing
is to be received by the Office of Dis-
pute Resolution for Acquisition.

§17.27 Submission of joint or separate
statements.

(a) If the matter has not been re-
solved informally, the parties shall file
joint or separate statements with the
Office of Dispute Resolution for Acqui-
sition no later than twenty (20) busi-
ness days after the filing of the con-
tract dispute. The Office of Dispute
Resolution for Acquisition may extend
this time, pursuant to §17.23(d).

(b) The statement(s) shall include ei-
ther—

(1) A joint request for ADR, and an
executed ADR agreement, pursuant to
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§17.33(d), specifying which ADR tech-
niques will be employed; or

(2) Written explanation(s) as to why
ADR proceedings will not be used and
why the Default Adjudicative Process
will be needed.

(c) Such statements shall be directed
to the following address:

(d) The submission of a statement
which indicates that ADR will not be
utilized will not in any way preclude
the parties from engaging in informal
ADR techniques with the Office of Dis-
pute Resolution for Acquisition (neu-
tral evaluation and/or informal medi-
ation) concurrently with ongoing adju-
dication under the Default Adjudica-
tive Process, pursuant to §17.31(c).

§17.29 Dismissal or summary decision
of contract disputes.

(a) Any party may request, by mo-
tion to the Office of Dispute Resolution
for Acquisition, that a contract dispute
be dismissed, or that a count or portion
of a contract dispute be stricken, if:

(1) 1t was not timely filed with the
Office of Dispute Resolution for Acqui-
sition;

(2) 1t was filed by a subcontractor;

(3) It fails to state a matter upon
which relief may be had; or

(4) 1t involves a matter not subject to
the jurisdiction of the Office of Dispute
Resolution for Acquisition.

(b) In connection with any request
for dismissal of a contract dispute, or
to strike a count or portion thereof,
the Office of Dispute Resolution for Ac-
quisition should consider any material
facts in dispute in a light most favor-
able to the party against whom the re-
quest for dismissal is made.

(c) At any time, whether pursuant to
a motion or request or on its own ini-
tiative and at its discretion, the Office
of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition
may—

(1) Dismiss or strike a count or por-
tion of a contract dispute;
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
