of military assistance in the form of excess defense articles and inter-
national military education and training is in the national security interests
of the United States, and will promote both human rights in East Timor
and the professionalization of the armed forces of East Timor.

You are hereby authorized and directed to report this certification, accom-
panying memorandum of justification, and report on East Timor security
assistance to the Congress, and to arrange for the publication of this memo-
randum in the Federal Register.
