§49.10711 Federal Implementation
Plan for the Astaris-Idaho LLC Fa-
cility (formerly owned by FMC Cor-
poration) in the Fort Hall PM-10
Nonattainment Area.

(a) Applicability. This section applies
to the owner(s) or operator(s) of the
Astaris-ldaho LLC’s elemental phos-
phorus facility located on the Fort Hall
Indian Reservation in ldaho, including
any new owner(s) or operator(s) in the
event of a change in ownership or oper-
ation of the Astaris-ldaho facility.

(b) Definitions. The terms used in this
section retain the meaning accorded
them under the Clean Air Act, except
as follows:

Astaris-ldaho or Astaris-ldaho facility
means all of the pollutant-emitting ac-
tivities that comprise the elemental
phosphorus plant owned by or under
the common control of Astaris-ldaho
LLC in Township 6 south, Range 33
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east, Sections 12, 13, and 14, and that
lie within the exterior boundaries of
the Fort Hall Indian Reservation, in
Idaho, including, without limitation,
all buildings, structures, facilities, in-
stallations, material handling areas,
storage piles, roads, staging areas,
parking lots, mechanical processes and
related areas, and other processes and
related areas. For purposes of this sec-
tion, the term “Astaris-ldaho” or
“Astaris-ldaho facility” shall not in-
clude pollutant emitting activities lo-
cated on lands outside the exterior
boundaries of the Fort Hall Indian Res-
ervation.

Bag leak detection guidance means Of-

Begin actual construction means, in
general, initiation of physical on-site
construction activities on a source
which are of a permanent nature. Such
activities include, but are not limited
to, installation of building supports
and foundations, laying of underground
pipework, and construction of perma-
nent storage structures. With respect
to a change in the method of operating,
this term refers to those on-site activi-
ties other than preparatory activities
which mark the initiation of the
change.

Certified observer means a visual emis-
sions observer who has been properly
certified using the initial certification
and periodic semi-annual recertifi-
cation procedures of 40 CFR part 60, ap-
pendix A, Method 9.

Construction means any physical
change or change in the method of op-
eration (including fabrication, erec-
tion, installation, demolition, or modi-
fication of a source) which would result
in a change in actual emissions.

Emergency means any situation aris-
ing from sudden and reasonably unfore-
seeable events beyond the control of
the owner or operator of the Astaris-
Idaho facility, including acts of God,
which requires immediate corrective
action to restore normal operation. An
emergency shall not include events
caused by improperly designed equip-
ment, lack of preventative mainte-
nance, careless or improper operation,
or operator error.
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
