(iii) As soon as the monitoring data
required by §63.343(c) show that the
source is not in compliance with the
relevant emission limit, the frequency
of reporting shall revert to semiannual,
and the owner shall state this exceed-
ance in the ongoing compliance status
report for the next reporting period.
After demonstrating ongoing compli-
ance with the relevant emission limit
for another full year, the owner or op-
erator may again request approval
from the Administrator to reduce the
reporting frequency as allowed by para-
graph (h)(3) of this section.

(i) Reports associated with trivalent
chromium baths. The requirements of
this paragraph do not alleviate affected
sources from complying with the re-
quirements of State or Federal oper-
ating permit programs under title V.
Owners or operators complying with
the provisions of §63.342(e) are not sub-
ject to paragraphs (a) through (h) of
this section, but must instead submit
the following reports:

(1) Within 180 days after January 25,
1995, submit an initial notification that
includes:
