(4) After the third unsuccessful at-
tempt at corrective action, you must 
submit to the Administrator the writ-
ten report required in paragraph (j)(3) 
of this section within 5 calendar days 
after the third unsuccessful attempt at 
corrective action. This report must no-
tify the Administrator that a deviation 
has occurred and document the types 
of corrective measures taken to ad-
dress the problem that resulted in the 
deviation of established operating pa-
rameters and the resulting operating 
limits. 

§ 63.9635 How do I demonstrate con-
tinuous compliance with the work 
practice standards that apply to 
me? 

(a) You must demonstrate contin-
uous compliance with the work prac-
tice standard requirements in § 63.9591 
by operating in accordance with your 
fugitive dust emissions control plan at 
all times. 

(b) You must maintain a current 
copy of the fugitive dust emissions con-
trol plan required in § 63.9591 onsite and 
it must be available for inspection 
upon request. You must keep the plan 
for the life of the affected source or 
until the affected source is no longer 
subject to the requirements of this sub-
part. 

§ 63.9636 How do I demonstrate con-
tinuous compliance with the oper-
ation and maintenance require-
ments that apply to me? 

(a) For each control device subject to 
an operating limit in § 63.9590(b), you 
must demonstrate continuous compli-
ance with the operation and mainte-
nance requirements in § 63.9600(b) by 
completing the requirements of para-
graphs (a)(1) through (4) of this section. 

(1) Performing preventative mainte-
nance for each control device in ac-
cordance with § 63.9600(b)(1) and record-
ing all information needed to docu-
ment conformance with these require-
ments; 

(2) Initiating and completing correc-
tive action for a bag leak detection 
system alarm in accordance with 
§ 63.9600(b)(2) and recording all informa-
tion needed to document conformance 
with these requirements; 

(3) Initiating and completing correc-
tive action for a CPMS when you ex-

ceed an established operating limit for 
an air pollution control device except 
for a baghouse in accordance with 
§ 63.9600(b)(3) and recording all informa-
tion needed to document conformance 
with these requirements; and 

(4) Implementing and maintaining 
site-specific good combustion practices 
for each indurating furnace in accord-
ance with § 63.9600(b)(4) and recording 
all information needed to document 
conformance with these requirements. 

(b) You must maintain a current 
copy of the operation and maintenance 
plan required in § 63.9600(b) onsite, and 
it must be available for inspection 
upon request. You must keep the plan 
for the life of the affected source or 
until the affected source is no longer 
subject to the requirements of this sub-
part. 

§ 63.9637 What other requirements 
must I meet to demonstrate contin-
uous compliance? 

(a) Deviations. You must report each 
instance in which you did not meet 
each emission limitation in Table 1 to 
this subpart that applies to you. This 
includes periods of startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction in accordance with 
paragraph (b) of this section. You also 
must report each instance in which you 
did not meet the work practice stand-
ards in § 63.9591 and each instance in 
which you did not meet each operation 
and maintenance requirement in 
§ 63.9600 that applies to you. These in-
stances are deviations from the emis-
sion limitations, work practice stand-
ards, and operation and maintenance 
requirements in this subpart. These de-
viations must be reported in accord-
ance with the requirements in § 63.9641. 

(b) Startups, shutdowns, and malfunc-
tions. During periods of startup, shut-
down, and malfunction, you must oper-
ate in accordance with your startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan and 
the requirements in paragraphs (b)(1) 
and (2) of this section. 

(1) Consistent with §§ 63.6(e) and 
63.7(e)(1), deviations that occur during 
a period of startup, shutdown, or mal-
function are not violations if you dem-
onstrate to the Administrator’s satis-
faction that you were operating in ac-
cordance with the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan. 
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
