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(4) In the case of California gasoline 
produced outside the State of Cali-
fornia, the transferors and transferees 
shall meet the product transfer docu-
ment requirements under § 80.81(g). 

(5) Gasoline that is ultimately used 
in any part of the United States out-
side of the State of California shall 
comply with the standards and require-
ments of this subpart, regardless of any 
designation as California gasoline. 

§ 80.850 How is the compliance base-
line determined? 

(a) The compliance baseline to which 
annual average toxics values are com-
pared according to § 80.815(a) is cal-
culated according to the following 
equation: 
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Where: 

T CBase = Compliance baseline toxics value. 
TBase = Baseline toxics value for the refinery 

or importer, calculated according to 
§ 80.915(b)(1). 

VBase = Baseline volume for the refinery or 
importer, calculated according to 
§ 80.915(b)(2). 

TExist = Existing toxics standard, per para-
graph (b) of this section. 

Vinc = Volume of gasoline produced during 
the averaging period in excess of VBase. 

(b) The value of existing toxics stand-
ard, TExist, is equal to: 

(1) 21.5 percent, for reformulated gas-
oline and RBOB, combined; 

(2) The refinery’s or importer’s anti- 
dumping compliance baseline value for 
exhaust toxics, in mg/mi, per § 80.101(f), 
for conventional gasoline. 

(c) If the refinery or importer pro-
duced less gasoline during the compli-
ance period than its baseline volume 
VBase, the value of Vinc will be zero. 

§ 80.855 What is the compliance base-
line for refineries or importers with 
insufficient data? 

(a) A refinery or importer shall use 
the methodology specified in this sec-
tion for determining a compliance 
baseline if it cannot determine an ap-
plicable toxics value for every batch of 
gasoline produced or imported for 12 or 
more consecutive months during Janu-
ary 1, 1998 through December 31, 2000. 

(b)(1) A refinery or importer that 
cannot determine an applicable toxics 
value on every batch of gasoline pro-
duced or imported for 12 or more con-
secutive months during the period Jan-
uary 1, 1998 through December 31, 2000 
or a refinery or importer that did not 
produce or import reformulated gaso-
line and/or RBOB (combined) or con-
ventional gasoline or both during the 
period between January 1, 1998 and De-
cember 31, 2000, inclusive, shall have 
the following as its compliance base-
line for the purposes of this subpart: 

(i) For conventional gasoline, 94.64 
mg/mile. 

(ii) For reformulated gasoline, 26.71 
percent reduction from statutory base-
line. 

(2) By October 31, 2001, EPA will re-
vise by regulation the default baseline 
values specified in paragraph (b)(1) of 
this section to reflect the final 1998– 
2000 average toxics values. 

(c)(1) Eligibility to petition. A refiner 
who has been granted an alternative 
anti-dumping averaging period under 
§ 80.101(k) may petition the Adminis-
trator to have the statutory baseline 
exhaust toxics emissions, Phase II 
value specified in § 80.91(c)(5)(iv) as its 
compliance baseline for the purposes of 
this subpart J for one or more of the 
years of the refiner’s approved alter-
native anti-dumping averaging period. 

(2) Application process. Applications 
must be submitted to the Adminis-
trator by January 1, 2004 to the fol-
lowing address: U.S. EPA—Attn: Anti- 
Dumping Compliance Period (6406J), 
1200 Pennsylvania Avenue, NW., Wash-
ington, DC 20460 (certified mail/return 
receipt) or U.S. EPA—Attn: Anti- 
Dumping Compliance Period (6406J), 
Transportation & Regional Programs 
Division, 501 3rd Street, NW., Wash-
ington, DC 20001 (express mail/return 
receipt). 

(3) Contents of the application petition. 
Each petition must include: 

(i) A copy of the refinery’s approval 
for an alternative averaging period 
under section 80.101(k). 

(ii) A description of the hardships 
that make it infeasible, on a cost and/ 
or technological basis, for the refinery 
to comply with the compliance base-
line specified in paragraph (b) of this 
section. 
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(iii) A quarterly timeline, from the 
date of the application, indicating the 
expected exhaust toxics emissions per-
formance of the refinery’s conventional 
gasoline, and the reasons for any ex-
pected non-compliance with the com-
pliance baseline specified in paragraph 
(b) of this section (for example, a par-
ticular gasoline blendstock-producing 
unit not yet installed). The timeline 
shall include the date by which the re-
finery will produce conventional gaso-
line that complies with the baseline 
specified in paragraph (b) of this sec-
tion on an annual average basis. 

(4) Approval or disapproval of petitions. 
(i) The Administrator may approve a 
petition if it includes information suf-
ficient to demonstrate to the Adminis-
trator’s satisfaction that cost and/or 
technological constraints make it in-
feasible for the refinery to comply with 
the baseline specified in paragraph (b) 
of this section. The Administrator will 
approve or deny a petition in writing 
within six months of receipt. 

(ii)(A) Each approval will specify the 
date by which the refinery must com-
ply with the baseline specified in para-
graph (b) of this section. No petition 
approval shall allow for use of the stat-
utory baseline exhaust toxics emis-
sions, Phase II value as a refinery’s 
compliance baseline under this subpart 
J beyond the last day of a refinery’s al-
ternative anti-dumping averaging pe-
riod under § 80.101(k) or § 80.101(l). 

(B) An approval may include any con-
ditions or other requirements to which 
the approval is subject. 

(5) Effective date for petition. (i) Begin-
ning with the averaging period imme-
diately following the end of the ap-
proved period under paragraph (c)(4) of 
this section, the compliance baseline 
for the purposes of this subpart J shall 
be as specified in paragraph (b) of this 
section. 

(ii) Notwithstanding the requirement 
specified in paragraph (c)(5)(i) of this 
section, if at any time the alternative 
compliance period approved under 
§ 80.101(k) or § 80.101(l) ceases to apply, 
the approval granted under this para-
graph (c) shall also cease to apply.

BASELINE DETERMINATION 

§ 80.910 How does a refiner or im-
porter apply for a toxics baseline? 

(a) A refiner or importer shall submit 
an application to EPA which includes 
the information required under para-
graph (c) of this section no later than 
June 30, 2001 or 3 months prior to the 
first introduction of gasoline into com-
merce from the refinery or by the im-
porter, whichever is later. 

(b) The toxics baseline request shall 
be sent to: U.S. EPA, Attn: Toxics Pro-
gram (6406J), 1200 Pennsylvania Ave., 
NW, Washington, DC 20460. For com-
mercial (non-postal) delivery: U.S. 
EPA, Attn: Toxics Program, 501 3rd 
Street NW, Washington, DC 20001. 

(c) The toxics baseline application 
shall include the following informa-
tion: 

(1) A listing of the names and ad-
dresses of all refineries owned by the 
company for which the refiner is apply-
ing for a toxics baseline, or the name 
and address of the importer applying 
for a toxics baseline. 

(2) For each refinery and importer— 
(i) The baseline toxics value for each 

type of gasoline, per § 80.815(b), cal-
culated in accordance with § 80.915; 

(ii) The baseline toxics volume for 
each type of gasoline, per § 80.815(b), 
calculated in accordance with § 80.915; 

(iii) For those with insufficient data 
pursuant to § 80.855, a statement that 
the refinery’s or importer’s baseline 
toxics value is the default compliance 
baseline specified at § 80.855(b), and 
that its baseline toxics volume is zero. 

(3) A letter signed by the president, 
chief operating or chief executive offi-
cer, of the company, or his/her dele-
gate, stating that the information con-
tained in the toxics baseline deter-
mination is true to the best of his/her 
knowledge. 

(4) Name, address, phone number, fac-
simile number and E-mail address of a 
company contact person. 

(5) The following information for 
each batch of gasoline produced or im-
ported during the period 1998–2000, sep-
arately for each type of gasoline listed 
at § 80.815(b): 
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
