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§457.1 Program description.

Title XXI of the Social Security Act,
enacted in 1997 by the Balanced Budget
Act, authorizes Federal grants to
States for provision of child health as-
sistance to uninsured, low-income chil-
dren. The program is jointly financed
by the Federal and State governments
and administered by the States. Within
broad Federal rules, each State decides
eligible groups, types and ranges of
services, payment levels for benefit
coverage, and administrative and oper-
ating procedures.

§457.2 Basis and scope of subchapter
D.

(a) Basis. This subchapter imple-
ments title XXI of the Act, which au-
thorizes Federal grants to States for
the provision of child health assistance
to uninsured, low-income children.

(b) Scope. The regulations in sub-
chapter D set forth State plan require-
ments, standards, procedures, and con-
ditions for obtaining Federal financial
participation (FFP) to enable States to
provide health benefits coverage to tar-
geted low-income children, as defined
at §457.310.

§457.10 Definitions and use of terms.

For purposes of this part the fol-
lowing definitions apply:

American Indian/Alaska Native (Al/AN)
means—

(1) A member of a Federally recog-
nized Indian tribe, band, or group;

(2) An Eskimo or Aleut or other Alas-
ka Native enrolled by the Secretary of
the Interior pursuant to the Alaska
Native Claims Settlement Act, 43
U.S.C. 1601 et. seq.; or

(3) A person who is considered by the
Secretary of the Interior to be an In-
dian for any purpose.

Applicant means a child who has filed
an application (or who has an applica-
tion filed on their behalf) for health
benefits coverage through the State

Children’s Health Insurance Program.
A child is an applicant until the child
receives coverage through SCHIP.

Child means an individual under the
age of 19 including the period from con-
ception to birth.

Child health assistance means pay-
ment for part or all of the cost of
health benefits coverage provided to
targeted low-income children for the
services listed at §457.402.

Combination program means a pro-
gram under which a State implements
both a Medicaid expansion program
and a separate child health program.

Cost sharing means premium charges,
enrollment fees, deductibles, coinsur-
ance, copayments, or other similar fees
that the enrollee has responsibility for
paying.

Creditable health coverage has the
meaning given the term “creditable
coverage” at 45 CFR 146.113 and in-
cludes coverage that meets the require-
ments of §457.410 and is provided to a
targeted low-income child.

Emergency medical condition means a
medical condition manifesting itself by
acute symptoms of sufficient severity
(including severe pain) such that a pru-
dent layperson, with an average knowl-
edge of health and medicine, could rea-
sonably expect the absence of imme-
diate medical attention to result in—

(1) Serious jeopardy to the health of
the individual or, in the case of a preg-
nant woman, the health of a woman or
her unborn child;

(2) Serious impairment of bodily
function; or

(3) Serious dysfunction of any bodily
organ or part.

Emergency services means health care
services that are—

(1) Furnished by any provider quali-
fied to furnish such services; and (2)
Needed to evaluate, treat, or stabilize
an emergency medical condition.

Enrollee means a child who receives
health benefits coverage through
SCHIP.

Enrollment cap means a limit, estab-
lished by the State in its State plan, on
the total number of children permitted
to enroll in a State’s separate child
health program.

Family income means income as deter-
mined by the State for a family as de-
fined by the State.
