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(5) Recreation therapist or activities co-
ordinator. A recreation therapist or ac-
tivities coordinator must have 2 years
experience in a social or recreational
program providing and coordinating
services for a frail or elderly popu-
lation within the last 5 years, one of
which was full-time in a patient activi-
ties program in a health care setting.

(6) Dietitian. A dietitian must meet
the following requirements:

(i) Have a baccalaureate or advanced
degree from an accredited college with
major studies in food and nutrition or
dietetics.

(ii) Have a minimum of 1 year’s expe-
rience working with a frail or elderly
population.

(7) Drivers. A PACE center driver
must meet the following requirements:

(i) Have a valid driver’s license to op-
erate a van or bus in the State of oper-
ation.

(i) Be capable of, and experienced in,
transporting individuals with special
mobility needs.

§460.66 Training.

(a) The PACE organization must pro-
vide training to maintain and improve
the skills and knowledge of each staff
member with respect to the individ-
ual’s specific duties that results in his
or her continued ability to dem-
onstrate the skills necessary for the
performance of the position.

(b) The PACE organization must de-
velop a training program for each per-
sonal care attendant to establish the
individual’s competency in furnishing
personal care services and specialized
skills associated with specific care
needs of individual participants.

§460.68 Program integrity.

(a) Persons with criminal convictions. A
PACE organization must not employ
individuals or contract with organiza-
tions or individuals—

(1) Who have been excluded from par-
ticipation in the Medicare or Medicaid
programs;

(2) Who have been convicted of crimi-
nal offenses related to their involve-
ment in Medicaid, Medicare, other
health insurance or health care pro-
grams, or social service programs
under title XX of the Act; or

(3) In any capacity where an individ-
ual’s contact with participants would
pose a potential risk because the indi-
vidual has been convicted of physical,
sexual, drug, or alcohol abuse.

(b) Direct or indirect interest in con-
tracts. No member of the PACE organi-
zation’s governing body or any imme-
diate family member may have a direct
or indirect interest in any contract
that supplies any administrative or
care-related service or materials to the
PACE organization.

(c) [Reserved]

(d) Disclosure requirements. A PACE
organization must have a formal proc-
ess in place to gather information re-
lated to paragraphs (a) and (b) of this
section and must be able to respond in
writing to a request for information
from CMS within a reasonable amount
of time.

§460.70 Contracted services.

(a) General rule. The PACE organiza-
tion must have a written contract with
each outside organization, agency, or
individual that furnishes administra-
tive or care-related services not fur-
nished directly by the PACE organiza-
tion except for emergency services as
described in §460.100.

(b) Contract requirements. A contract
between a PACE organization and a
contractor must meet the following re-
quirements:

(1) The PACE organization must con-
tract only with an entity that meets
all applicable Federal and State re-
quirements, including, but not limited
to, the following:

(i) An institutional contractor, such
as a hospital or skilled nursing facility,
must meet Medicare or Medicaid par-
ticipation requirements.

(ii) A practitioner or supplier must
meet Medicare or Medicaid require-
ments applicable to the services it fur-
nishes.

(iii) A contractor must comply with
the requirements of this part with re-
spect to service delivery, participant
rights, and quality assessment and per-
formance improvement activities.

(2) A contractor must be accessible to
participants, located either within or
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
