CALIFORNIA 

Los Angeles County. That portion of Los 
Angeles County in the Westchester area 
bounded by a line as follows: Beginning at 
the intersection of Culver Boulevard and 
South Sepulveda Boulevard; then southeast 
on South Sepulveda Boulevard to Jefferson 
Boulevard; then north, east, and north on 
Jefferson Boulevard to Rodeo Road; then 
east on Rodeo Road to West Martin Luther 
King Junior Boulevard; then southeast on 
West Martin Luther King Junior Boulevard 
to Crenshaw Boulevard; then south on 
Crenshaw Boulevard to West Slauson Ave-
nue; then east on West Slauson Avenue to 
South Western Avenue; then south on South 
Western Avenue to West Florence Avenue; 
then east on West Florence Avenue to South 
Vermont Avenue; then south on South 
Vermont Avenue to West El Segundo Boule-
vard; then west on West El Segundo Boule-
vard to Western Avenue; then south on West-
ern Avenue to Redondo Beach Boulevard; 
then southwest on Redondo Beach Boulevard 
to Artesia Boulevard; then west on Artesia 
Boulevard to Gould Avenue; then northwest 
and southwest on Gould Avenue to Manhat-
tan Avenue; then northwest on Manhattan 
Avenue to Manhattan Beach Boulevard; then 
southwest on Manhattan Beach Boulevard to 
Manhattan Beach Pier; then southwest on 
Manhattan Beach Pier to the State of Cali-
fornia coastline; then northwest along the 
State of California coastline to Ballona 
Creek; then northeast along Ballona Creek 
to Culver Boulevard; then northeast on Cul-
ver Boulevard to the point of beginning. 

Orange County. That portion of Orange 
County in the Santa Ana area bounded by a 
line as follows: Beginning at the intersection 
of South Euclid Street and West Broadway; 
then east on West Broadway to East Broad-
way; then east on East Broadway to South 
East Street; then northwest on South East 
Street to East Lincoln Avenue; then east on 
East Lincoln Avenue to West Lincoln Ave-
nue; then east on West Lincoln Avenue to 
East Lincoln Avenue; then east on East Lin-
coln Avenue to Nohl Ranch Road; then east 
and northeast on Nohl Ranch Road to South 
Imperial Highway; then south and southwest 
on South Imperial Highway to Edison Ridge 
Road; then east and northeast on Edison 
Ridge Road to Nohl Ranch Road; then south-
east on Nohl Ranch Road to Serrano Avenue; 
then southwest on Serrano Avenue to north-
ern boundary of Santiago Oaks Regional 
Park; then east, southwest, west, south, and 

west along the park boundary line to 
Santiago Creek; then southeast along 
Santiago Creek to the boundary of Irvine Re-
gional Park; then northeast, southeast, 
south, southeast, northeast, southeast, 
south, southwest, and northwest along the 
park boundary line to Peters Canyon Road; 
then south and southwest on Peters Canyon 
Road to Santiago Canyon Road; then south-
east on Santiago Canyon Road to the East-
ern Transportation Corridor; then south 
along an imaginary line from the intersec-
tion of Santiago Canyon Road and the East-
ern Transportation Corridor to the northern-
most point of Culver Drive; then southwest 
on Culver Drive to Walnut Avenue; then 
northwest on Walnut Avenue to Jamboree 
Road; then southwest on Jamboree Road to 
Alton Parkway; then northwest on Alton 
Parkway to Red Hill Avenue; then southwest 
on Red Hill Avenue to Macarthur Boulevard; 
then northwest on Macarthur Boulevard to 
State Highway 55; then southwest on State 
Highway 55 to Interstate Highway 405; then 
west and northwest on Interstate Highway 
405 to Magnolia Street; then north on Mag-
nolia Street to McFadden Avenue; then west 
on McFadden Avenue to Newland Street; 
then north on Newland Street to Garden 
Grove Boulevard; then east on Garden Grove 
Boulevard to Magnolia Street; then north on 
Magnolia Street to Magnolia Avenue; then 
north on Magnolia Avenue to South Mag-
nolia Avenue; then north on South Magnolia 
Avenue to West Ball Road; then east on West 
Ball Road to Ball Road; then east on Ball 
Road to South Euclid Street; then north on 
South Euclid Street to the point of the be-
ginning.

§ 301.93–4 Conditions governing the 
interstate movement of regulated 
articles from quarantined areas. 

Any regulated article may be moved 
interstate from a quarantined area 
only if moved under the following con-
ditions: 2 

(a) With a certificate or limited per-
mit issued and attached in accordance 
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7 CFR Ch. III (1–1–05 Edition) § 301.93–5

(b) Without a certificate or limited 
permit, if: 

(1) The regulated article originated 
outside of any quarantined area and is 
moved directly through (without stop-
ping except for refueling, or for traffic 
conditions, such as traffic lights or 
stop signs) the quarantined area in an 
enclosed vehicle or is completely en-
closed by a covering adequate to pre-
vent access by Oriental fruit flies (such 
as canvas, plastic, or closely woven 
cloth) while moving through the quar-
antined area; and 

(2) The point of origin of the regu-
lated article is indicated on the way-
bill, and the enclosed vehicle or the en-
closure that contains the regulated ar-
ticle is not opened, unpacked, or un-
loaded in the quarantined area. 

(c) Without a certificate or limited 
permit, if the regulated article is 
moved: 

(1) By the United States Department 
of Agriculture for experimental or sci-
entific purposes; 

(2) Pursuant to a permit issued by 
the Administrator for the regulated ar-
ticle; 

(3) Under conditions specified on the 
permit and found by the Administrator 
to be adequate to prevent the spread of 
Oriental fruit fly; and 

(4) With a tag or label bearing the 
number of the permit issued for the 
regulated article attached to the out-
side of the container of the regulated 
article or attached to the regulated ar-
ticle itself if not in a container.

§ 301.93–5 Issuance and cancellation of 
certificates and limited permits. 

(a) An inspector 3 will issue a certifi-
cate for the interstate movement of a 

regulated article if the inspector deter-
mines that: 

(1) (i) The regulated article has been 
treated in accordance with § 301.93–10 of 
this subpart; or 

(ii) Based on inspection of the prem-
ises of origin, or treatment of the 
premises of origin in accordance with 
§ 301.93–10(c) of this subpart, the prem-
ises are free from Oriental fruit flies 
and the regulated article has not been 
exposed to Oriental fruit fly; or 

(iii) Based on inspection of the regu-
lated article, it is free of Oriental fruit 
fly; and 

(2) The regulated article is to be 
moved in compliance with any addi-
tional conditions deemed necessary 
under section 414 of the Plant Protec-
tion Act (7 U.S.C. 7714) 4 to prevent the 
spread of the Oriental fruit fly; and 

(3) The regulated article is eligible 
for unrestricted movement under all 
other Federal domestic plant quar-
antines and regulations applicable to 
the regulated article. 

(b) An inspector will issue a limited 
permit for the interstate movement of 
a regulated article if the inspector de-
termines that: 

(1) The regulated article is to be 
moved interstate to a specified destina-
tion for specified handling, utilization, 
or processing (the destination and 
other conditions to be listed in the lim-
ited permit), and this interstate move-
ment will not result in the spread of 
the Oriental fruit fly because life 
stages of the Oriental fruit fly will be 
destroyed by the specified handling, 
utilization, or processing. 

(2) The regulated article is to be 
moved interstate in compliance with 
any additional conditions deemed nec-
essary under section 414 of the Plant 
Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 7714) 4 to pre-
vent the spread of the Oriental fruit 
fly; and 

(3) The regulated article is eligible 
for interstate movement under all 
other Federal domestic plant quar-
antines and regulations applicable to 
the regulated article. 
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
