§165.1187 Security Zones; Golden Gate
Bridge and the San Francisco-Oak-
land Bay Bridge, San Francisco
Bay, California.

(a) Location. All waters extending
from the surface to the sea floor, with-
in 25 yards of all piers, abutments,
fenders and pilings of the Golden Gate
Bridge and the San Francisco-Oakland
Bay Bridge, in San Francisco Bay,
California.

(b) Regulations. (1) In accordance with
the general regulations in §165.33 of
this part, entry into these security
zones is prohibited, unless doing so is
necessary for safe navigation, to con-
duct official business such as scheduled
maintenance or retrofit operations, or
unless specifically authorized by the
Captain of the Port San Francisco Bay
or his designated representative.

(2) Persons desiring to transit the
area of the security zone may contact
the Captain of the Port at telephone
number 415-399-3547 or on VHF-FM
channel 16 (156.8 MHz) to seek permis-
sion to transit the area. If permission
is granted, all persons and vessels must
comply with the instructions of the
Captain of the Port or his or her des-
ignated representative.

(c) Enforcement. All persons and ves-
sels shall comply with the instructions
of the Coast Guard Captain of the Port
or the designated on-scene patrol per-
sonnel. Patrol personnel comprise com-
missioned, warrant, and petty officers
of the Coast Guard onboard Coast
Guard, Coast Guard Auxiliary, local,
state, and federal law enforcement ves-
sels.

§165.1190 Security Zone; San Fran-
cisco Bay, Oakland Estuary, Ala-
meda, CA.

(a) Location. The following area is a
security zone: all navigable waters of
the Oakland Estuary, California, from
the surface to the sea floor, 150 feet
into the Oakland Estuary surrounding
the Coast Guard Island Pier. The pe-
rimeter of the security zone com-
mences at a point on land approxi-
mately 150 feet north of the northern
end of the Coast Guard Island Pier at
latitude 37°46'53.6” N and longitude
122°15’06.1” W; thence out to the edge of
the charted channel at Ilatitude
37°46'52.3” N and longitude 122°1507.9”
W; thence along the edge of the charted
channel to latitude 37°46’42.2” N and
longitude 122°14’50.5” W; thence to a
point on land approximately 150 feet
south of the southern end of the Coast
Guard Island Pier at latitude 37°46'44.8”
N and longitude 122°1448.8” W; thence
along the shoreline back to the begin-
ning point, latitude 37°46'53.6” N and
longitude 122°15°06.1” W.

(b) Regulations. (1) Under §165.33,
entry into or remaining in this zone is
prohibited unless authorized by the
Coast Guard Captain of the Port, San
Francisco Bay, or his designated rep-
resentative.
