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ended or is invalid, and each holder of a re-
corded right against the aircraft has been
satisfied or has consented to the transfer, or
ownership in the country of export has been
ended by a sale in execution under the terms
of the Geneva Convention; or

(iii) If that country has ratified the Cape
Town Treaty and the aircraft is subject to
the Treaty, that the foreign registration has
ended or is invalid, and that all interests
ranking in priority have been discharged or
that the holders of such interests have con-
sented to the deregistration and export of
the aircraft.

(iv) Nothing under (a)(3)(iii) affects rights
established prior to the Treaty entering into
force with respect to the country in which
the aircraft was registered.

* * * * *

§47.39 Effective date of registration.

(a) Except for an aircraft last pre-
viously registered in a foreign country,
an aircraft is registered under this sub-
part on the date and at the time the
FAA Aircraft Registry receives the
documents required by §47.33 or §47.35.

(b) An aircraft last previously reg-
istered in a foreign country is reg-
istered under this subpart on the date
and at the time the FAA Aircraft Reg-
istry issues the Certificate of Aircraft
Registration, AC Form 8050-3, after the
documents required by §47.37 have been
received and examined.

§47.41 Duration and return of Certifi-
cate.

(a) Each Certificate of Aircraft Reg-
istration issued by the FAA under this
subpart is effective, unless suspended
or revoked, until the date upon which—

(1) Subject to the Convention on the
International Recognition of Rights in
Aircraft when applicable, the aircraft
is registered under the laws of a foreign
country;

(2) The registration is canceled at the
written request of the holder of the
certificate;

(3) The aircraft is totally destroyed
or scrapped;

(4) Ownership of the aircraft is trans-
ferred;

(5) The holder of the certificate loses
his U.S. citizenship;
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(6) 30 days have elapsed since the
death of the holder of the certificate;

(7) The owner, if an individual who is
not a citizen of the United States, loses
status as a resident alien, unless that
person becomes a citizen of the United
States at the same time; or

(8) If the owner is a corporation other
than a corporation which is a citizen of
the United States—

(i) The corporation ceases to be law-
fully organized and doing business
under the laws of the United States or
any State thereof; or

(ii) A period described in §47.9(b) ends
and the aircraft was not based and pri-
marily used in the United States dur-
ing that period.

(9) If the trustee in whose name the
aircraft is registered—

(i) Loses U.S. citizenship;

(ii) Loses status as a resident alien
and does not become a citizen of the
United States at the same time; or

(iii) In any manner ceases to act as
trustee and is not immediately re-
placed by another who meets the re-
quirements of §47.7(c).

(b) The Certificate of Aircraft Reg-
istration, with the reverse side com-
pleted, must be returned to the FAA
Aircraft Registry—

(1) In case of registration under the
laws of a foreign country, by the per-
son who was the owner of the aircraft
before foreign registration;

(2) Within 60 days after the death of
the holder of the certificate, by the ad-
ministrator or executor of his estate,
or by his heir-at-law if no adminis-
trator or executor has been or is to be
appointed; or

(3) Upon the termination of the reg-
istration, by the holder of the Certifi-
cate of Aircraft Registration in all
other cases mentioned in paragraph (a)
of this section.

§47.43 Invalid registration.

(a) The registration of an aircraft is
invalid if, at the time it is made—

(1) The aircraft is registered in a for-
eign country;

(2) The applicant is not the owner;
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(3) The applicant is not qualified to
submit an application under this part;
or

(4) The interest of the applicant in
the aircraft was created by a trans-
action that was not entered into in
good faith, but rather was made to
avoid (with or without the owner’s
knowledge) compliance with section
501 of the Federal Aviation Act of 1958
(49 U.S.C. 1401).

(b) If the registration of an aircraft is
invalid under paragraph (a) of this sec-
tion, the holder of the invalid Certifi-
cate of Aircraft Registration shall re-
turn it as soon as possible to the FAA
Aircraft Registry.

(4) The interest of the applicant in the air-
craft was created by a transaction that was
not entered into in good faith, but rather
was made to avoid (with or without the own-
er’s knowledge) compliance with 49 U.S.C.
44101-44104.

§47.45 Change of address.

Within 30 days after any change in
his permanent mailing address, the
holder of a Certificate of Aircraft Reg-
istration for an aircraft shall notify
the FAA Aircraft Registry of his new
address. A revised Certificate of Air-
craft Registration is then issued, with-
out charge.

§47.47 Cancellation of Certificate for
export purpose.

(a) The holder of a Certificate of Air-
craft Registration who wishes to cancel
the Certificate for the purpose of ex-
port must submit to the FAA Aircraft
Registry—

(1) A written request for cancellation
of the Certificate describing the air-
craft by make, model, and serial num-
ber, stating the TU.S. identification
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number and the country to which the
aircraft will be exported; and

(2) Bvidence satisfactory to the Ad-
ministrator that each holder of a re-
corded right has been satisfied or has
consented to the transfer.

(b) The FAA notifies the country to
which the aircraft is to be exported of
the cancellation by ordinary mail, or
by airmail at the owner’s request. The
owner must arrange and pay for the
transmission of this notice by means
other than ordinary mail or airmail.

§47.47 Cancellation of Certificate for export
purpose.

(a) The holder of a Certificate of Aircraft
Registration or the holder of an irrevocable
deregistration and export request authoriza-
tion recognized under the Cape Town Treaty
and filed with FAA who wishes to cancel the
Certificate for the purpose of export must
submit to the FAA Aircraft Registry—

(1) A written request for cancellation of
the Certificate describing the aircraft by
make, model, and serial number, stating the
U.S. identification number and the country
to which the aircraft will be exported;

(2)(i) For an aircraft not subject to the
Cape Town Treaty, evidence satisfactory to
the FAA that each holder of a recorded right
has been satisfied or has consented to the
transfer; or

(ii) For an aircraft subject to the Cape
Town Treaty, evidence satisfactory to the
FAA that each holder of a recorded right es-
tablished prior to the date the Treaty en-
tered into force with respect to the United
States has been satisfied or has consented to
the transfer; and

(3) A written certification that all reg-
istered interests ranking in priority to that
of the requestor have been discharged or that
the holders of such interests have consented
to the cancellation for export purposes.

(b) If the aircraft is subject to the Cape
Town Treaty and an irrevocable
deregistration and export request authoriza-
tion has been filed with the FAA Aircraft
Registry, the FAA Registry will honor a re-
quest for cancellation only if an authorized
party makes the request.

(c) The FAA Aircraft Registry notifies the
country to which the aircraft is to be ex-
ported of the cancellation.
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
