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§995.6 Fees.

(@) The Office of Coast Survey,
NOAA, may charge a fee for costs in-
curred to process each request for cer-
tification pursuant to 33 U.S.C.
892b(b)(1)(C) and 892b(b)(2). The amount
of the fee, if one is charged, will be de-
termined by the Director, Office of
Coast Survey, and charged to all Appli-
cants based on the time and effort in-
volved.

(b) If a fee is charged, it will be
charged for each application for certifi-
cation submitted by an Applicant. A
fee may also be charged for resubmis-
sions of revised requests that were ini-
tially unacceptable and are sent in
within 90 days as described in
§995.11(b)(2).

§995.7 Liability.

Distributors and value added dis-
tributors certified under this part shall
indemnify and hold harmless the U.S.
Government for any loss, claim, dam-
age, or liability of any kind, the extent
caused by the negligence of certified
distributors or value added distributors
or their employees, arising out of the
use by a distributor or value added dis-
tributor, or any party acting on its be-
half or under its authorization, of
NOAA data.

Subpart B—Certification and
Procedures

§995.10 Correspondence and applica-
tions.

(a) Distributors or value-added dis-
tributors desiring certification from
NOAA shall provide a written request
and application for certification to the
Office of Coast Survey, Attention: Dis-

tribution Certification, N/CS, 1315 East
West Highway, Silver Spring, Maryland
20910. Such a distributor or value-added
distributor is hereafter referred to as
Applicant. The Office of Coast Survey
(OCS) is the approving office for cer-
tification under these requirements.

(b) Applicant shall provide an appli-
cation for certification that describes
how each element in the applicable sec-
tions of this part has been met. The ap-
plication will also contain an acknowl-
edgment, signed by a company prin-
cipal, of all terms and conditions de-
scribed in this part.

(c) Applicant shall use the appro-
priate template provided in Appendix A
to subpart C of this part to prepare
their request for certification.

(d) Applicant shall provide, with its
application, a point of contact with
mailing address, phone number, and e-
mail address. Applicant shall imme-
diately notify NOAA, through the Of-
fice of Coast Survey, of any changes to
point of contact information. Failure
to do so will be considered a violation
of this part and may lead to termi-
nation of certification.

§995.11 Government review and ap-
proval.

(a) An application will be reviewed
by NOAA within 90 days of receipt. If
all requirements, as defined by this
part, are adequately addressed, certifi-
cation will be granted. If for any rea-
son NOAA will be unable to process the
application for certification within the
90-day time frame, Applicant will be
notified and a revised date will be pro-
vided for a decision on the request.

(b)(1) NOAA will determine if the re-
quest for certification is complete and
that it demonstrates that Applicant
has met all of the applicable require-
ments described in this part.

(2) In the event that a request is in-
complete or does not demonstrate that
Applicant has met all of the applicable
requirements, NOAA will consider the
application unacceptable. NOAA will
notify the Applicant of the deficiencies
in writing. Applicant may re-submit a
revised application within 90 days of
receipt of NOAA'’s denial notice. NOAA
will review applications received with-
in the 90-day resubmission period in
the time frame described in paragraph
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
