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Subpart A—General Provisions

§332.101 General policy of competi-
tion.

(a) Examinations for entrance into
the competitive service shall be open
competitive, except that OPM may au-
thorize noncompetitive examinations
when sufficient competent persons do
not compete.

(b) An examination for promotion,
demotion, reassignment, transfer, or
reinstatement may be a noncompeti-
tive examination.

§3832.102 Definitions.

In this part:

(a) Certificate means a list of eligibles
from a register submitted to an ap-
pointing officer so that he may con-
sider the eligibles for appointment.

(b) Active military duty means active
duty in full pay status in the Armed
Forces of the United States, including
an initial period of active duty for
training.

§332.103 Filling certain postmaster po-
sitions.

(a) When a vacancy occurs or is about
to occur in a postmaster position in a
fourth-class post office and the posi-
tion involves fewer than 7 daily hours
of service, a representative of the U.S.
Postal Service shall visit the locality
and, after due public notice has been
given, accept applications from inter-
ested persons. The representative shall
establish a register based on the quali-
fications and suitability of each appli-
cant and on his ability to provide prop-
er facilities for transacting the busi-
ness of the office. The U.S. Postal Serv-
ice shall submit to OPM for postaudit
one copy of the representative’s report
showing the qualifications of all appli-
cants, the basis for ranking the eligi-
bles, and the selection of an eligible
from the register. The report shall be

accompanied by the applications of all
applicants. A person selected for ap-
pointment from such a register may be
appointed after the date the post-
master position is determined to in-
volve 7 or more daily hours of service
only with the prior approval of OPM.

(b) When making an appointment
from a register established under para-
graph (a) of this section, the appoint-
ing officer shall select an eligible in ac-
cordance with §§332.404 through 332.407.

(c) When OPM, after holding two ex-
aminations, is unable to secure a com-
plete certificate of three eligibles for a
postmaster position involving 7 or
more daily hours of service, it may au-
thorize the establishment of a register
and selection therefrom in accordance
with paragraphs (a) and (b) of this sec-
tion.

GENERAL

§332.301 Termination of eligibility.

(a) Except as provided in paragraph
(b) of this section, a person’s eligibility
on a register is terminated when:

(1) He accepts a career or career-con-
ditional appointment from the reg-
ister; or

(2) OPM terminates the eligibility of
all persons on the register.

(b) OPM may determine that in par-
ticular types of cases eligibility may
not be terminated in less than 1 year.
OPM shall publish the conditions under
which eligibility may not be termi-
nated in less than 1 year.
