lution category’ in table 1 of part 153
of this chapter; and

(c) Each substance that is identified
as an NLS in a written permission
issued under §153.900(d) of this chapter.

§4.03-65 Significant harm to the envi-
ronment.

Significant harm to the environment
means—

(a) In the navigable waters of the
United States, a discharge of o0il as set
forth in 40 CFR 110.3 or a discharge of
hazardous substances in quantities
equal to or exceeding, in any 24-hour
period, the reportable quantity deter-
mined in 40 CFR part 117;

(b) In other waters subject to the ju-
risdiction of the United States, includ-
ing the EEZ—

(1) A discharge of oil in excess of the
quantities or instantaneous rate per-
mitted in 33 CFR 151.10 or 151.13 during
operation of the ship; or

(2) A discharge of noxious liquid sub-
stances in Dbulk in violation of
§§1563.1126 or 153.1128 of this chapter
during the operation of the ship; and

(c) In waters subject to the jurisdic-
tion of the United States, including the
EEZ, a probable discharge of oil, haz-
ardous substances, marine pollutants,
or noxious liquid substances. The fac-
tors you must consider to determine
whether a discharge is probable in-
clude, but are not limited to—

(1) Ship location and proximity to
land or other navigational hazards;

(2) Weather;

(3) Tide current;

(4) Sea state;

() Traffic density;

(6) The nature of damage to the ves-
sel; and

(7) Failure or breakdown aboard the
vessel, its machinery, or equipment.

§4.03-70 Tank vessel.

Tank wvessel means a vessel that is
constructed or adapted to carry, or
that carries, oil, hazardous substances,
marine pollutants, or noxious liquid
substances, in bulk as cargo or cargo
residue.

§4.04-1 Reports of potential vessel cas-
ualty.

A vessel owner, charterer, managing
operator or agent shall immediately
notify either of the following Coast
Guard officers if there is reason to be-
lieve a vessel is lost or imperiled.

(a) The Coast Guard district rescue
coordination center (RCC) cognizant
over the area the vessel was last oper-
ating in; or

(b) The Coast Guard search and res-
cue authority nearest to where the ves-
sel was last operating.

Reasons for belief that a vessel is in
distress include, but are not limited to,
lack of communication with or non-
appearance of the vessel.

§4.04-3 Reports of lack of vessel com-
munication.

The owner, charterer, managing op-
erator or agent of a vessel that is re-
quired to report to the United States
flag Merchant Vessel Location Filing
System under the authority of section
212(A) of the Merchant Marine Act, 1936
(46 App. U.S.C. 1122a), shall imme-
diately notify the Coast Guard if more
than 48 hours have passed since receiv-
ing communication from the vessel.
This notification shall be given to the
Coast Guard district RCC cognizant
over the area the vessel was last oper-
ating in.
