Subpart 619.2—Policies

619.201 General policy.

(a) The Operations Director, Office of
Small and Disadvantaged Business Uti-
lization (A/SDBU), is responsible for
performing all functions and duties
prescribed in FAR 19.201(c) and (d).

(b) In addition to the requirements of
FAR 19.201(b), each head of the con-
tracting activity, or designee, is re-
sponsible for establishing in coordina-
tion with the A/SDBU Operations Di-
rector annual goals for the DOS small
business program.
