Fishery Conservation and Management

(5) For a request to change a permit’s
ownership that is necessitated by the
death of the permit owner(s), the indi-
vidual(s) requesting conveyance of the
permit to a new owner must provide
SFD with a death certificate of the per-
mit owner(s) and appropriate legal doc-
umentation that either: specifically
transfers the permit to a designated in-
dividual(s); or, provides legal authority
to the transferor to convey the permit
ownership.

(6) For a request to change a permit’s
ownership that is necessitated by di-
vorce, the individual requesting the
change in permit ownership must sub-
mit an executed divorce decree that
awards the permit to a designated indi-
vidual(s).

(7) Such other relevant, credible doc-
umentation as the applicant may sub-
mit, or the SFD or Regional Adminis-
trator may request or acquire, may
also be considered.

(h) Application forms available. Appli-
cation forms for the change in vessel
registration (transfer) and change of
permit ownership or permit holder of
limited entry permits are available
from the SFD (see part 600 for address
of the Regional Administrator). Con-
tents of the application, and required
supporting documentation, are speci-
fied in the application form.

(1) Records maintenance. The SFD will
maintain records of all limited entry
permits that have been issued, re-
newed, transferred, registered, or re-
placed.

§660.338 Limited entry permits-small
fleet.

(a) Small limited entry fisheries
fleets that are controlled by a local
government, are in existence as of July
11, 1991, and have negligible impacts on
the groundfish resource, may be cer-
tified as consistent with the goals and
objectives of the limited entry program
and incorporated into the limited entry
fishery. Permits issued under this sub-
section will be issued in accordance
with the standards and procedures set
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out in the PCGFMP and will carry the
rights explained therein.

(b) A permit issued under this section
may be registered only to another ves-
sel that will continue to operate in the
same certified small fleet, provided
that the total number of vessels in the
fleet does not increase. A vessel may
not use a small fleet limited entry per-
mit for participation in the limited
entry fishery outside of authorized ac-
tivities of the small fleet for which
that permit and vessel have been des-
ignated.

§660.339 Limited entry permit fees.

The Regional Administrator will
charge fees to cover administrative ex-
penses related to issuance of limited
entry permits, including initial
issuance, renewal, transfer, vessel reg-
istration, replacement, and appeals.
The appropriate fee must accompany
each application.

§660.340 Limited entry permit ap-
peals.

(a) Decisions on appeals of initial de-
cisions regarding issuance, renewal,
change in vessel registration, change in
permit owner or permit holder, and en-
dorsement upgrade, will be made by
the Regional Administrator.

(b) Appeals decisions shall be in writ-
ing and shall state the reasons there-
for.

(c) Within 30 days of an initial deci-
sion by the SFD denying issuance, re-
newal, change in vessel registration,
change in permit owner or permit hold-
er, or endorsement upgrade, on the
terms requested by the applicant, an
appeal may be filed with the Regional
Administrator.

(d) The appeal must be in writing,
and must allege facts or circumstances
to show why the criteria in this sub-
part have been met, or why an excep-
tion should be granted.

(e) At the appellant’s discretion, the
appeal may be accompanied by a re-
quest that the Regional Administrator
seek a recommendation from the Coun-
cil as to whether the appeal should be
granted. Such a request must contain
the appellant’s acknowledgment that
the confidentiality provisions of the
Magnuson-Stevens Act at 16 U.S.C. 1853
