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(3) Other terms and conditions appli-
cable to awards made under the pro-
gram guidance/solicitation; and

(m) A statement that DOE reserves
the right to fund in whole or in part,
any, all, or none of the applications
submitted.

§420.33 Application requirements.

(a) Consistent with 8§420.32 of this
part, DOE shall set forth general and
special project activity-specific re-
quirements for applications for special
projects financial assistance in the pro-
gram guidance/solicitation.

(b) In addition to any other require-
ments, all applications shall provide:

(1) A detailed description of the pro-
posed project, including the objectives
of the project in relationship to DOE’s
program and the State’s plan for car-
rying it out;

(2) A detailed budget for the entire
proposed period of support, with writ-
ten justification sufficient to evaluate
the itemized list of costs provided on
the entire project; and

(3) An implementation schedule for
carrying out the project.

(c) DOE may, subsequent to receipt
of an application, request additional
budgetary information from a State
when necessary for clarification or to
make informed preaward determina-
tions.

(d) DOE may return an application
which does not include all information
and documentation required by this
subpart, 10 CFR part 600, or the pro-
gram guidance/solicitation, when the
nature of the omission precludes re-
view of the application.

§420.34 Matching contributions or

cost-sharing.

DOE may require (as set forth in the
program guidance/solicitation) States
to provide either:

(@) A matching contribution of at
least a specified percentage of the Fed-
eral financial assistance award; or

(b) A specified share of the total cost
of the project for which financial as-
sistance is provided.

§420.35 Application evaluation.

(a) DOE staff at the cognizant Re-
gional Office shall perform an initial
review of all applications to ensure
that the State has provided the infor-
mation required by this subpart, 10
CFR part 600, and the program guid-
ance/solicitation.

(b) DOE shall group, and technically
evaluate according to program activ-
ity, all applications determined to be
complete and satisfactory.

(c) DOE shall select evaluators on the
basis of their professional qualifica-
tions and expertise relating to the par-
ticular program activity being evalu-
ated.

(1) DOE anticipates that evaluators
will primarily be DOE employees; but

(2) If DOE uses non-DOE evaluators,
DOE shall require them to comply with
all applicable DOE rules or directives
concerning the use of outside eval-
uators.

§420.36 Evaluation criteria.

The evaluation criteria, including
program activity-specific criteria, will
be set forth in the program guidance/
solicitation document.

§420.37 Selection.

(a) DOE may make selection of appli-
cations for award based on:

(1) The findings of the technical eval-
uations;

(2) The priorities of DOE, SEP, and
the participating program offices;

(3) The availability of funds for the
various special project activities; and

(4) Any program policy factors set
forth in the program guidance/solicita-
tion.

(b) The Director, Office of State and
Community Programs makes the final
selections of projects to be awarded fi-
nancial assistance.

§420.38 Special projects expenditure
prohibitions and limitations.

(a) Expenditures under the special
projects are subject to 10 CFR part 600
and to any prohibitions and limitations
required by the DOE programs that are
providing the special projects funding.
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
