Bacillus thuringiensis Cry1F protein 
and the genetic material necessary for 
its production in corn are exempt from 
the requirement of a tolerance when 
used as plant-pesticides in the food and 
feed commodities of field corn, sweet 
corn and popcorn. ‘‘Genetic material 
necessary for its production’’ means 
the genetic material which comprise: 
genetic material encoding the Cry1F 
protein and its regulatory regions. 
‘‘Regulatory regions’’ are the genetic 
material, such as promoters, termi-
nators, and enhancers, that control the 
expression of the genetic material en-
coding the Cry1F protein.

bicide in accordance with good agricul-
tural practices.

An 
exemption is also granted for such resi-
dues on treated but unplanted soybean 
seeds.

An exemption from the requirement 
of a tolerance is established for resi-
dues of decanoic acid in or on all raw 
agricultural commodities and in proc-
essed commodities, when such residues 
result from the use of decanoic acid as 
an antimicrobial treatment in solu-
tions containing a diluted end-use con-
centration of decanoic acid (up to 170 
ppm per application) on food contact 
surfaces such as equipment, pipelines, 
tanks, vats, fillers, evaporators, 
pasteurizers and aseptic equipment in 
restaurants, food service operations, 
dairies, breweries, wineries, beverage 
and food processing plants.
