New 
nonroad engines exported to such coun-
tries must comply with EPA certifi-
cation regulations. 

(d) It is a condition of any exemption 
for the purpose of export under para-
graph (a) of this section, that such ex-
emption is void ab initio with respect 
to a new nonroad engine intended sole-
ly for export, where such nonroad en-
gine is sold, or offered for sale, to an 
ultimate purchaser or otherwise dis-
tributed or introduced into commerce 
in the United States for purposes other 
than export. 

§ 89.910 Granting of exemptions. 
(a) If upon completion of the review 

of an exemption request made pursuant 
to § 89.905 or § 89.908, EPA determines it 
is appropriate to grant such an exemp-
tion, a memorandum of exemption is to 
be prepared and submitted to the per-
son requesting the exemption. The 
memorandum is to set forth the basis 
for the exemption, its scope, and such 
terms and conditions as are deemed 
necessary. Such terms and conditions 
generally include, but are not limited 
to, agreements by the applicant to con-
duct the exempt activity in the manner 
described to EPA, create and maintain 
adequate records accessible to EPA at 
reasonable times, employ labels for the 
exempt engines setting forth the na-
ture of the exemption, take appro-
priate measures to assure that the 
terms of the exemption are met, and 
advise EPA of the termination of the 
activity and the ultimate disposition of 
the engines. 

(b) Any exemption granted pursuant 
to paragraph (a) of this section is 
deemed to cover any subject engine 
only to the extent that the specified 
terms and conditions are complied 
with. A breach of any term or condi-
tion causes the exemption to be void ab 
initio with respect to any engine. Con-
sequently, the causing or the per-
forming of an act prohibited under 
§ 89.1003( a)(1) or (a)(3), other than in 
strict conformity with all terms and 
conditions of this exemption, renders 
the person to whom the exemption is 

granted, and any other person to whom 
the provisions of § 89.1003(a) are appli-
cable, liable to suit under sections 204 
and 205 of the Act. 

(c) Manufacturers may ask EPA to 
apply the provisions of 40 CFR 
1068.201(i) to engines exempted or ex-
cluded under this subpart.

§ 89.913 What provisions apply to en-
gines certified under the motor-ve-
hicle program? 

You may use the provisions of 40 CFR 
1039.605 to introduce new nonroad en-
gines into commerce if they are al-
ready certified to the requirements 
that apply to compression-ignition en-
gines under 40 CFR parts 85 and 86. 
However, when using the provisions of 
40 CFR 1039.605, references to this part 
89 or sections in this part shall be used 
instead of references to 40 CFR part 
1039 or sections in that part.

§ 89.914 What provisions apply to vehi-
cles certified under the motor-vehi-
cle program? 

You may use the provisions of 40 CFR 
1039.610 to introduce new nonroad en-
gines or equipment into commerce if 
the vehicle is already certified to the 
requirements that apply under 40 CFR 
parts 85 and 86. However, when using 
the provisions of 40 CFR 1039.610, ref-
erences to this part 89 or sections in 
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
