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(3) A report of birth abroad of a U.S.
Citizen (F'S-240) issued by the State De-
partment;

(4) A certificate of birth-foreign serv-
ice (F'S 545) issued by the State Depart-
ment;

(5) A certification of report of birth
(DS-1350) issued by the State Depart-
ment;

(6) A certificate of naturalization
(Form N-550 or N-570) issued by the Im-
migration and Naturalization Service;
or

(7T) A certificate of citizenship (Form
N-560 or N-561) issued by the Immigra-
tion and Naturalization Service.

(d) Primary documentation of status as
a lawful permanent resident alien of the
United States. The following are accept-
able forms of certifying status as a
lawful permanent resident alien of the
United States:

(1) Permanent Resident Card, INS
Form I-551;

(2) Alien Registration Receipt Card,
INS Form I-551;

(3) A passport indicating that the
INS has approved it as temporary evi-
dence of lawful admission for perma-
nent residence; or

(4) A Departure Record (INS Form I-
94) indicating that the INS has ap-
proved it as temporary evidence of law-
ful admission for permanent residence.

(e) Secondary documentation of citizen-
ship or immigration status. If primary
documentation is not available, the
program must obtain written approval
from the Corporation that other docu-
mentation is sufficient to demonstrate
the individual’s status as a U.S. cit-
izen, U.S. national, or lawful perma-
nent resident alien.

§2522.205 To whom must I apply suit-
ability criteria relating to criminal
history?

You must apply suitability criteria
relating to criminal history to a par-
ticipant or staff position for which an
individual receives a Corporation
grant-funded living allowance, stipend,
education award, salary, or other re-
muneration, and which involves recur-
ring access to children, persons age 60
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and older, or individuals with disabil-
ities.

§2522.210 How are AmeriCorps par-
ticipants recruited and selected?

(a) Local recruitment and selection. In
general, AmeriCorps participants will
be selected locally by an approved
AmeriCorps program, and the selection
criteria will vary widely among the dif-
ferent programs. Nevertheless,
AmeriCorps programs must select their
participants in a fair and non-discrimi-
natory manner which complies with
part 25640 of this chapter. In selecting
participants, programs must also com-
ply with the recruitment and selection
requirements specified in this section.

(b)(1) National and State recruitment
and selection. The Corporation and each
State Commission will establish a sys-
tem to recruit individuals who desire
to perform national service and to as-
sist the placement of these individuals
in approved AmeriCorps positions,
which may include positions available
under titles I and II of the Domestic
Volunteer Service Act of 1973 (42 U.S.C.
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
