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be supported by climatological data covering
the period and the same period for the 10 pre-
ceding years. When the weather in question
exceeds in intensity or frequency the 10 year
average, the excess experienced shall be con-
sidered ‘“‘unusually severe.” Comparison
shall be on a monthly basis. Whether or not
unusually severe weather in fact delays the
work will depend upon the effect of weather
on the branches of work being performed
during the time under consideration.

INDEMNIFICATION AND MEDICAL LIABILITY
INSURANCE (OCT 1996)

(a) It is expressly agreed and understood
that this is a nonpersonal services contract,
as defined in Federal Acquisition Regulation
(FAR) 37.101, under which the professional
services rendered by the Contractor or its
health-care providers are rendered in its ca-
pacity as an independent contractor. The
Government may evaluate the quality of
professional and administrative services pro-
vided but retains no control over profes-
sional aspects of the services rendered, in-
cluding by example, the Contractor’s or its
health-care providers’ professional medical
judgment, diagnosis, or specific medical
treatments. The Contractor and its health-
care providers shall be liable for their liabil-
ity-producing acts or omissions. The Con-
tractor shall maintain or require all health-
care providers performing under this con-
tract to maintain, during the term of this
contract, professional liability insurance
issued by a responsible insurance carrier of
not less than the following amount(s) per
specialty per occurrence: [Contracting Offi-
cer insert the dollar value(s) of standard cov-
erage(s) prevailing within the local commu-
nity as to the specific medical specialty, or
specialties, concerned, or such higher
amount as the Contracting Officer deems
necessary to protect the Government’s inter-
ests]. However, if the Contractor is an entity
or a subdivision of a State that either pro-
vides for self-insurance or limits the liability
or the amount of insurance purchased by
State entities, then the insurance require-
ment of this contract shall be fulfilled by in-
corporating the provisions of the applicable
State law.

(b) An apparently successful offeror, upon
request of the Contracting Officer, shall,
prior to contract award, furnish evidence of

the insurability of the offeror and/or of all
health-care providers who will perform under
this contract. The submission shall provide
evidence of insurability concerning the med-
ical liability insurance required by para-
graph (a) of this clause or the provisions of
State law as to self-insurance, or limitations
on liability or insurance.

(c) The Contractor shall, prior to com-
mencement of services under the contract,
provide to the Contracting Officer Certifi-
cates of Insurance or insurance policies evi-
dencing the required insurance coverage and
an endorsement stating that any cancella-
tion or material change adversely affecting
the Government’s interest shall not be effec-
tive until 30 days after the insurer or the
Contractor gives written notice to the Con-
tracting Officer. Certificates or policies shall
be provided for the Contractor and/or each
health-care provider who will perform under
this contract.

(d) The Contractor shall notify the Con-
tracting Officer if it, or any of the health-
care providers performing under this con-
tract, change insurance providers during the
performance period of this contract.

These requirements may
be met either under the new policy, or a
combination of old and new policies, if appli-
cable.

(e) The Contractor shall insert the sub-
stance of this clause, including this para-
graph (e), in all subcontracts for health-care
services under this contract. The Contractor
shall be responsible for compliance by any
subcontractor or lower-tier subcontractor
with the provisions set forth in paragraph (a)
of this clause.

is caused by his/her employee’s fault or neg-
ligence, and shall maintain personal liability
and property damage insurance having cov-
erage for a limit as required by the laws of
the State of . Further, it is agreed that
any negligence of the Government, its offi-
cers, agents, servants and employees, shall
not be the responsibility of the contractor
hereunder with the regard to any claims,
loss, damage, injury and liability resulting
therefrom.

INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE (APR 1984)

(&) Indemnification. The contractor ex-
pressly agrees to indemnify and save the
Government, its officers, agents, servants,
and employees harmless from and against
any and all claims, loss, damage, injury, and
liability, however caused, resulting from,
arising out of, or in any way connected with
the performance of work under this agree-
ment. Further, it is agreed that any neg-
ligence or alleged negligence of the Govern-
ment, its offficers, agents, servants, and em-
ployees, shall not be a bar to a claim for in-
demnification unless the act or omission of
the Government, its officers, agents, serv-
ants, and employees is the sole, competent,
and producing cause of such claims, loss,
damage, injury, and liability. At the option
of the contractor, and subject to the ap-
proval by the contracting officer of the
sources, insurance coverage may be em-
ployed as guaranty of indemnification.

(b) Insurance. Satisfactory insurance cov-
erage is a condition precedent to award of a
contract. In general, a successful bidder
must present safisfactory evidence of full
compliance with State and local require-
ments, or those below stipulated, whichever
are the greater. More specifically, work-
man’s compensation and employer’s liability
coverage will conform to applicable State
law requirements for the service con-
templated, whereas general liability and
automobile liability of comprehensive type,
shall in the absence of higher statutory
minimums, be required in the amounts per
vehicle used of not less than $200,000 per per-

son and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily in-
jury and $20,000 per occurrence for property
damage. State approved sources of insurance
coverage ordinarily will be deemed accept-
able to the Veterans’ Administration instal-
lation, subject to timely certifications by
such sources of the types and limits of the
coverages afforded by the sources to the bid-
der. (In those instances where airplane serv-
ice is to be used, substitute the word ‘‘air-
craft” for ‘‘automobile’” and “vehicle” and
modify coverage to require aircraft public
and passenger liability insurance of at least
$200,000 per passenger and $500,000 per occur-
rence for bodily injury, other than passenger
liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for
property damage. Coverage for passenger li-
ability bodily injury shall be at least $200,000
multiplied by the number of seats or pas-
sengers, whichever is greater.)
