Subpart B—Restrictions Applicable

§223.201 Guadalupe fur seal.

(a) Prohibitions. The prohibitions of
section 9 of the Act (16 U.S.C. 1538) re-
lating to endangered species apply to
the Guadalupe fur seal except as pro-
vided in paragraph (b) of this section.

(b) Ezxceptions. (1) The Assistant Ad-
ministrator may issue permits author-
izing activities which would otherwise
be prohibited under paragraph (a) of
this section in accordance with the
subject to the provisions of part 222
subpart C—General Permit Procedures.

(2) Any Federal, State or local gov-
ernment official, employee, or des-
ignated agent may, in the course of of-
ficial duties, take a stranded Guada-
lupe fur seal without a permit if such
taking:

(i) Is accomplished in a humane man-
ner;

(ii) Is for the protection or welfare of
the animal, is for the protection of the
public health or welfare, or is for the
salvage or disposal of a dead specimen;

(iii) Includes steps designed to ensure
the return of the animal to its natural
habitat, if feasible; and

(iv) Is reported within 30 days to the
Regional Administrator, Southwest
Region, National Marine Fisheries
Service, 501 West Ocean Blvd., Suite
4200, Long Beach, CA 90802.

(3) Any animal or specimen taken
under paragraph (b)(2) of this section
may only be retained, disposed of, or
salvaged in accordance with directions
from the Director, Southwest Region.

§223.202

(a) General prohibitions. The prohibi-
tions of section 9 of the Act (16 U.S.C.
1538) and the following regulatory pro-
visions shall apply to the eastern popu-
lation of Steller sea lions:

(1) No discharge of firearms. Except as
provided in paragraph (b) of this sec-
tion, no person subject to the jurisdic-
tion of the United States may dis-
charge a firearm at or within 100 yards
(91.4 meters) of a Steller sea lion. A
firearm is any weapon, such as a pistol
or rifle, capable of firing a missile
using an explosive charge as a propel-
lant.

(2) No approach in buffer areas. Except
as provided in paragraph (b) of this sec-
tion:
