(3) Contains or is followed by no more 
than a single break in service that does 
not exceed 30 calendar days. 

(c) Periods of absence while in a pay 
status count toward completion of pro-
bation. Absence in nonpay status while 
on the rolls (other than for compen-
sable injury or military duty) is cred-
itable up to a total of 22 workdays. Ab-
sence (whether on or off the rolls) due 
to compensable injury or military duty 
is creditable in full upon restoration to 
Federal service. Nonpay time in excess 
of 22 workdays extends the proba-
tionary period by an equal amount. An 
employee serving probation who leaves 
Federal service to become a volunteer 
with the Peace Corps or the Corpora-
tion for National and Community Serv-
ice serves the remainder of the proba-
tionary period upon reinstatement pro-
vided the employee is reinstated within 
90 days of termination of service as a 
volunteer or training for such service. 

(d) The probationary period for part- 
time employees is computed on the 
basis of calendar time, in the same 
manner as for full-time employees. For 
intermittent employees, i.e., those who 
do not have regularly scheduled tours 
of duty, each day or part of a day in 
pay status counts as 1 day of credit to-
ward the 260 days in a pay status re-
quired for completion of probation. 
(However, the probationary period can-
not be completed in less than 1 year of 
calendar time.)

§ 315.803 Agency action during proba-
tionary period (general). 

The agency shall utilize the proba-
tionary period as fully as possible to 
determine the fitness of the employee 
and shall terminate his services during 
this period if he fails to demonstrate 
fully his qualifications for continued 
employment. 

§ 315.804 Termination of probationers 
for unsatisfactory performance or 
conduct. 

(a) When an agency decides to termi-
nate an employee serving a proba-
tionary or trial period because his 
work performance or conduct during 
this period fails to demonstrate his fit-
ness or his qualifications for continued 
employment, it shall terminate his 

services by notifying him in writing as 
to why he is being separated and the ef-
fective date of the action. The informa-
tion in the notice as to why the em-
ployee is being terminated shall, as a 
minimum, consist of the agency’s con-
clusions as to the inadequacies of his 
performance or conduct. 

(b) Probation ends when the em-
ployee completes his or her scheduled 
tour of duty on the day before the an-
niversary date of the employee’s ap-
pointment. For example, when the last 
workday is a Friday and the anniver-
sary date is the following Monday, the 
probationer must be separated before 
the end of the tour of duty on Friday 
since Friday would be the last day the 
employee actually has to demonstrate 
fitness for further employment.

§ 315.805 Termination of probationers 
for conditions arising before ap-
pointment. 

When an agency proposes to termi-
nate an employee serving a proba-
tionary or trial period for reasons 
based in whole or in part on conditions 
arising before his appointment, the em-
ployee is entitled to the following: 

(a) Notice of proposed adverse action. 
The employee is entitled to an advance 
written notice stating the reasons, spe-
cifically and in detail, for the proposed 
action. 

(b) Employee’s answer. The employee 
is entitled to a reasonable time for fil-
ing a written answer to the notice of 
proposed adverse action and for fur-
nishing affidavits in support of his an-
swer. If the employee answers, the 
agency shall consider the answer in 
reaching its decision. 

(c) Notice of adverse decision. The em-
ployee is entitled to be notified of the 
agency’s decision at the earliest prac-
ticable date. The agency shall deliver 
the decision to the employee at or be-
fore the time the action will be made 
effective. The notice shall be in writ-
ing, inform the employee of the reasons 
for the action, inform the employee of 
his right of appeal to the Merit Sys-
tems Protection Board (MSPB), and in-
form him of the time limit within 
which the appeal must be submitted as 
provided in § 315.806(d). 
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
