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(c) Any other article, product, or
means of conveyance, not covered by
paragraphs (a) or (b) of this section,
that presents a risk of spread of the
Mediterranean fruit fly and an inspec-
tor notifies the person in possession of
it that the article, product, or means of
conveyance is subject to the restric-
tions of this subpart.

§301.78-3 Quarantined areas.

(a) Except as otherwise provided in
paragraph (b) of this section, the Ad-
ministrator shall list as a quarantined
area in paragraph (c) of this section,
each State, or each portion of a State,
in which the Mediterranean fruit fly
has been found by an inspector, in
which the Administrator has reason to
believe that the Mediterranean fruit
fly is present, or that the Adminis-
trator considers necessary to regulate
because of its inseparability for quar-
antine enforcement purposes from lo-
calities in which the Mediterranean
fruit fly has been found. Less than an
entire State will be designated as a
quarantined area only if the Adminis-
trator determines that:

(1) The State has adopted and is en-
forcing restrictions on the intrastate
movement of the regulated articles
that are equivalent to those imposed
by this subpart on the interstate move-
ment of regulated articles; and

(2) The designation of less than the
entire State as a quarantined area will
prevent the interstate spread of the
Mediterranean fruit fly.

(b) The Administrator or an inspec-
tor may temporarily designate any
nonquarantined area in a State as a
quarantined area in accordance with
the criteria specified in paragraph (a)
of this section for listing such area.
The Administrator will give a copy of
this regulation along with a written
notice of this temporary designation to
the owner or person in possession of
the nonquarantined area; thereafter,
the interstate movement of any regu-
lated article from an area temporarily
designated as a quarantined area is
subject to this subpart. As soon as
practicable, this area will be added to
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the list in paragraph (c) of this section
or the designation shall be terminated
by the Administrator or an inspector.
The owner or person in possession of an
area for which designation is termi-
nated will be given notice of the termi-
nation as soon as practicable.

(c) The areas described below are des-
ignated as quarantined areas:

CALIFORNIA

Santa Clara County. That portion of
Santa Clara County in the San Jose
area bounded by a line as follows: Be-
ginning at the intersection of Inter-
state 880 and Montague Expressway;
then northeast and east on Montague
Expressway to Trade Zone Boulevard;
then southeast and northeast on Trade
Zone Boulevard to Cropley Avenue;
then northeast on Cropley Avenue to
0O1d Piedmont Road; then northwest on
0ld Piedmont Road to Berryessa Creek;
then northeast, east, southeast, north-
east, southeast, northeast, east, and
northeast along Berryessa Creek to its
intersection with Berryessa Creek
Branch; then southeast from Berryessa
Creek Branch along an imaginary line
to the intersection of Sierra Road and
the City of San Jose boundary line;
then northeast, southeast, southwest,
southeast, northeast, southeast, south-
west, and southeast along the City of
San Jose boundary line to Alum Rock
Falls Road; then southeast, northeast,
southeast, southwest, southeast, north-
east, southeast, northeast, east, south-
east, southwest, northwest, southwest,
southeast, southwest, northwest,
southwest, southeast, southwest,
northwest, west, southeast, northwest,
west, and southwest on Alum Rock
Falls Road to State Highway 130; then
southeast on State Highway 130 to
Quimby Road; then southwest, north-
west, southwest, northwest, southwest,
and south on Quimby Road to Buckeye
Ranch; then southeast and southwest
on Buckeye Ranch to its southwestern-
most point; then southwest from that
point along an imaginary line to the
northeasternmost point of Fowler
Road; then southwest, southeast, east,
southeast, northwest, southwest,
southeast, south, west, northwest, and
west on Fowler Road to Yerba Buena
Road; then south and west on Yerba
Buena Road to San Felipe Road; then
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southeast on San Felipe Road to
Farnsworth Drive; then southwest,
northwest, and southwest on
Farnsworth Drive to Silver Creek Val-
ley Road; then southwest, southeast,
southwest, and west on Silver Creek
Valley Road to Blossom Hill Road;
then west and southwest on Blossom
Hill Road to State Highway 82; then
northwest on State Highway 82 to
Southside Drive; then southeast from
the intersection of State Highway 82
and Southside Drive along an imagi-
nary line to the mnortheasternmost
point of Hillsdale Drive; then south-
west on Hillsdale Drive to Hillsdale Av-
enue; then west on Hillsdale Avenue to
State Highway 87; then northwest on
State Highway 87 to Interstate 880;
then northeast and north on Interstate
880 to the point of beginning.

Solano County. That portion of So-
lano County in the Dixon area bounded
by a line as follows: Beginning at the
intersection of Boyce Road and Putah
Creek Road; then northeast, southeast,
and northeast on Putah Creek Road to
Stevenson Bridge Road; then northeast
and northwest on Stevenson Bridge
Road to Putah Creek; then southeast
along Putah Creek to the south fork of
Putah Creek; then southeast along the
south fork of Putah Creek to Old Davis
Road; then south, west, and south on
0Old Davis Road to Tremont Road; then
east on Tremont Road to Bulkley
Road; then south on Bulkley Road to
Midway Road; then west on Midway
Road to Sikes Road; then south on
Sikes Road to Swan Road; then west on
Swan Road to Bunker Station Road;
then south on Bunker Station Road to
Binghamton Road; then west on Bing-
hamton Road to State Highway 113;
then north on State Highway 113 to
Hawkins Road; then west on Hawkins
Road to Lewis Road; then north on
Lewis Road to Weber Road; then west
and northwest on Weber Road to North
Meridian Road; then northwest and
north on North Meridian Road to
Sweeney Road; then west on Sweeney
Road to Halley Road; then north,
southwest, and northwest on Halley
Road to Wolfskill Road; then south-
west on Wolfskill Road to Boyce Road;
then northwest on Boyce Road to the
point of beginning.

§301.78-4 Conditions governing the
interstate movement of regulated
articles from quarantined areas.

Any regulated article may be moved
interstate from a quarantined area?
only if moved under the following con-
ditions:

(a) With a certificate or limited per-
mit issued and attached in accordance
with §§301.78-5 and 301.78-8 of this sub-
part;

(b) Without a certificate or limited
permit, if:

(1) The regulated article is moving as
air cargo or as a meal intended for in-
flight consumption, and is transiting
Los Angeles International Airport,
California;

(2) The regulated article originated
outside the quarantined area and is ei-
ther moved in an enclosed vehicle or is
completely enclosed by a covering ade-
quate to prevent access by Mediterra-
nean fruit flies (such as canvas, plastic,
or other closely woven cloth) while
moving through the quarantined area;
and

(3) The point of origin of the regu-
lated article is indicated on the way-
bill.

(c) Without a certificate or limited
permit, if:

(1) The regulated article originated
outside any quarantined area and is
moved through (without stopping ex-
cept for refueling, or for traffic condi-
tions, such as traffic lights or stop
signs) the quarantined area in an en-
closed vehicle or is completely en-
closed by a covering adequate to pre-
vent access by Mediterranean fruit
flies (such as canvas, plastic, or other
closely woven cloth) while moving
through the quarantined area; and

(2) The point of origin of the regu-
lated article is indicated on the way-
bill, and the enclosed vehicle or the en-
closure that contains the regulated ar-
ticle is not opened, unpacked, or un-
loaded in the quarantined area.

2Requirements under all other applicable
Federal domestic plant quarantines and reg-
ulations must also be met.
