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provider that were created within the
period six months before and six
months after the date of diagnosis of
primary cancer of the liver:

(i) All history and physical examina-
tion reports;

(ii) All operative and consultation re-
ports;

(iii) All pathology reports; and

(iv) All physician, hospital, and
health care facility admission and dis-
charge summaries.

(2) In the event that any of the
records in paragraph (a)(1) of this sec-
tion no longer exist, the claimant or el-
igible surviving beneficiary must sub-
mit a certified statement by the custo-
dian(s) of those records to that effect.

(b) If the medical records listed in
paragraph (a) of this section, or infor-
mation possessed by the state cancer
or tumor registries, indicates the pres-
ence of hepatitis B or cirrhosis, the Ra-
diation Exposure Compensation Pro-
gram will notify the claimant or eligi-
ble surviving beneficiary and afford
that individual the opportunity to sub-
mit other written medical documenta-
tion or contemporaneous records in ac-
cordance with §79.72(b) to establish
that in fact there was no presence of
hepatitis B or cirrhosis.

(c) The Program may also require
that the claimant or eligible surviving
beneficiary provide additional medical
records or other contemporaneous
records, or an authorization to release
such additional medical and contem-
poraneous records, as may be needed to
make a determination regarding the
indication of the presence of hepatitis
B or cirrhosis.

Subpart D—Eligibility Criteria for
Claims by Onsite Participants

§79.30 Scope of subpart.

The regulations in this subpart de-
scribe the criteria for eligibility for
compensation under section 4(a)(2)(C)
of the Act, and the evidence that will
be accepted as proof of the various eli-
gibility criteria. Section 4(a)(2)(C) of
the Act provides for a payment of
$75,000 to individuals who participated
onsite in the atmospheric detonation of
a nuclear device and later developed a
specified compensable disease.

§79.32 Criteria for eligibility
claims by onsite participants.

To establish eligibility for compensa-
tion under this subpart, a claimant or
eligible surviving beneficiary must es-
tablish each of the following:

(a) That the claimant was present on-
site at any time during a period of at-
mospheric nuclear testing;

(b) That the claimant was a partici-
pant during that period in the atmos-
pheric detonation of a nuclear device;
and

(c) That after such participation, the
claimant contracted a specified com-
pensable disease as set forth in
§79.22(b).

§79.33 Proof of participation onsite
during a period of atmospheric nu-
clear testing.

(a) Claimants associated with Depart-
ment of Defense (DoD) Components or
DoD Contractors. (1) A claimant or eli-
gible surviving beneficiary who alleges
that the claimant was present onsite
during a period of atmospheric nuclear
testing as a member of the armed
forces or an employee or contractor
employee of the DoD, or any of its
components or agencies, must submit
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the following information on the claim
form:

(i) The claimant’s name;

(ii) The claimant’s military service
number;

(iii) The claimant’s Social Security
number;

(iv) The site at which the claimant
participated in the atmospheric deto-
nation of a nuclear device;

(v) The name or number of the claim-
ant’s military organization or unit as-
signment at the time of his or her on-
site participation;

(vi) The dates of the claimant’s as-
signment onsite; and

(vii) As full and complete a descrip-
tion as possible of the claimant’s offi-
cial duties, responsibilities, and activi-
ties while participating onsite.

(2) A claimant or eligible surviving
beneficiary under this section need not
submit any additional documentation
of onsite participation during the at-
mospheric detonation of a nuclear de-
vice at the time the claim is filed; how-
ever, additional documentation may be
required as set forth in paragraph (a)(3)
of this section.

(3) Upon receipt under this subpart of
a claim that contains the information
set forth in paragraph (a)(1) of this sec-
tion, the Radiation Exposure Com-
pensation Program will forward the in-
formation to the DoD and request that
the DoD conduct a search of its records
for the purpose of gathering facts relat-
ing to the claimant’s presence onsite
and participation in the atmospheric
detonation of a nuclear device. If the
facts gathered by the DoD are insuffi-
cient to establish the eligibility cri-
teria in §79.32, the claimant or eligible
surviving beneficiary will be notified
and afforded the opportunity to submit
military, government, or business
records in accordance with the proce-
dure set forth in §79.72(c).
