Individual with a disability means any 
individual who— 

(1) Has a physical or mental impair-
ment that for that individual con-
stitutes or results in a substantial im-
pediment to employment; and 

(2) Can benefit in terms of an employ-
ment outcome from vocational reha-
bilitation services provided pursuant to 
title I, III, VI, or VIII of the Act. (Sec-
tion 7(8)(A) of the Act) 

Individual with a severe disability 
means an individual with a disability— 

(1) Who has a severe physical or men-
tal impairment that seriously limits 
one or more functional capacities (such 
as mobility, communication, self-care, 
self-direction, interpersonal skills, 
work tolerance, or work skills) in 
terms of an employment outcome; 

(2) Whose vocational rehabilitation 
can be expected to require multiple vo-
cational rehabilitation services over an 
extended period of time; and 

(3) Who has one or more physical or 
mental disabilities resulting from am-
putation, arthritis, autism, blindness, 
burn injury, cancer, cerebral palsy, 
cystic fibrosis, deafness, head injury, 
heart disease, hemiplegia, hemophilia, 
respiratory or pulmonary dysfunction, 
mental retardation, mental illness, 
multiple sclerosis, muscular dystrophy, 
musculo-skeletal disorders, neuro-
logical disorders (including stroke and 
epilepsy), spinal cord conditions (in-
cluding paraplegia and quadriplegia), 
sickle cell anemia, specific learning 
disability, end-stage renal disease, or 
another disability or combination of 
disabilities determined on the basis of 
an assessment for determining eligi-
bility and vocational rehabilitation 
needs to cause comparable substantial 
functional limitation. (Section 7(15)(A) 
of the Act) 

State means each of the several 
States of the United States, the Dis-
trict of Columbia, the Commonwealth 
of Puerto Rico, the United States Vir-
gin Islands, Guam, American Samoa, 
the Commonwealth of the Northern 
Mariana Islands, and the Republic of 
Palau (until the Compact of Free Asso-
ciation with Palau takes effect). (Sec-

Vocational rehabilitation services 
means the services authorized in sec-

tion 103(a) of the Act. (Section 103(a) of 
the Act)

payment is in kind rather than in 
cash), extended employment in a com-
munity rehabilitation program, sup-
ported employment, or other gainful 
work. 

Voucher means a credit of specified 
monetary value, issued by a grantee to 
an eligible client, that the eligible cli-
ent exchanges for vocational rehabili-
tation services from a qualified pro-
vider.
