The revised
(Phase II) State plan implements amend-
ments to 40 CFR part 60, subpart Cb pub-
lished in the FEDERAL REGISTER on May 10,
2006. The Phase II State plan includes an
amendment to State Rule 326 IAC 11-7, that
was adopted by Indiana on February 7, 2007.

The plan applies to all existing mu-
nicipal waste combustors with the ca-
pacity to combust greater than 250
tons per day of municipal solid waste,
and for which construction, reconstruc-
tion, or modification was commenced
on or before September 20, 1994, as con-
sistent with 40 CFR part 60, subpart Ch.
Subject facilities include the Indianap-
olis Resource Recovery Facility in In-
dianapolis, Indiana.
